AN EMPIRICAL STUDY ON THE SELECTION OF ACCOUNTING
POLICIES BY THE ALBANIAN ENTITIES

Issues of finance as the tax reporting, are often made due to disputes between accounting professionals.
Although no solid empirical data, the voice recognized as “taxation” plays a key role in the selection of the entity's
accounting policies. In this paper I have tried to highlight factors that influence this selection by economists. The
questionnaire was designed taking into account the factors examined in the literature. The data were analyzed by
principal component analysis. The results achieved do not contradict the literature. The important component "True
and Fair View", is an important voice among economists priority. This is not only a theoretical principle.

Introduction

According to National Accounting Standards (NAS), entities are free to select accounting
policies in assessing the positions of the financial statements, enough that they provide information
about the financial position, financial performance and cash flows of the entity to be useful for
decision-making stakeholders and give a true and fair financial position of the entity'. So often units
reasoned choice on alternative accounting methods, labeled in the literature as "professional
judgment".

Accounting academics admit that entities, particularly SMEs - are keenly interested in tax
optimization. Although many authors have discuss the matter, each of them is based on the
experience of his /her practice, so there is no previous empirical research that could confirm this
effect. In this paper, I have tried to define a "model" to identify the main factors causing these
decisions. The most important contribution of this research is that it is a pioneering work on the
policy choices of Albanian companies as there is no previous empirical research in this field. Our
results although partly in accordance with the literature review, are not still surprising. This is in the
sense that the factor called "Taxation" returned to have the strongest influence, as suggested in the
literature.

Literature review

Albania has an accounting system that approximates EU and International Accounting
Standard (IAS / IFRS). Law Nr. 9228 dt. 29.04.2004 "On Accounting and Financial Statements"
was integrated with the provisions of European Accounting Directives.

Accounting classifications suggest that accounting regulations and practices can be as
different and distinct. An important issue of the financial report must be the choice of accounting
policy.

Within the meaning given by the International Accounting Standards (IAS), the entity
chooses the specific accounting policies, accounting principles, bases, conventions and rules on the
design and presentation of financial statements. Given that the accounting policies reflect the
totality of principles, methods and procedures, the basis for calculation, assessment rules, practices
specific to each entity; in accordance with IAS and according to the Financial Regulation of the
European Union required that each entity establish a basis of the procedures used for all operations
carried out by it.

The entity must select the correct accounting policies in order to:

— The information provided, to be not only reliable but also make attractive entity for potential
investors.

— Keep in mind the economic development of the country where the activity and legislation.

— Focus on harmonizing these accounting policies with European accounting directives,

— Ultimately be considered and policies accounting selected from the group (for international
companies).

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Accounting policy objectives vary from one company to another. Thus, certain companies
pay attention to the financial consequences of decisions taken (effects on the distribution of
dividends, the exchange ratio of the shares, and in relationships with third parties), while a small
and medium entity pay a particular importance to optimization of the taxes (of not minimize). Thus,
depending on the context, the accounting policies can have as their objective: reducing losses
disclosed, reducing taxable profits, increase or decrease the output current, the growth or reduction
of dividends, the positive perception by investors, etc. . While on a certain optimization strategy,
accounting policies aimed selecting the most appropriate methods of accounting within a certain
regulatory framework in order to avoid higher tax payments. Management decisions have as their
main purpose the presentation of a special image of the financial result, though, basically will not
change in any way the status and position of the company. Therefore accounting outcome is already
an elastic concept, entities currently in a process of continuous transformation, transformations in
the technological field but also in the overall priorities.

The rapid evolution is noticeable today, in the future, current concepts may seem obsolete.
Entities that are seen today well coordinated in the market tomorrow may be bankrupt. Hence the
need for continuous information requires the concepts and theories in constant development. Each
piece of information is extremely necessary for accurate decision-making for the future. Extremely
important is the fact that "professional judgment" also affects the quality of accounting information.
Evasion of disclosure of the actual costs in order to achieve higher results to effect obtaining a loan,
are now examples of creative accounting. Are we dealing with fraud? In professional language
called no trick, but really is "hiding" and distorting the result. It is expected that when designing
their own accounting policies. The main concern is to fulfill legal requirements in the drafting of the
financial statements. This argument seems to be tailored to SMEs considering activity of many
large global enterprises, which are subject to monitoring if the markets in which they operate by
different economic environments-political faced. For example, the OECD guidelines determine the
accounting practices and the provision of information by multinational companies. These guidelines
mainly try to provide conditions for transparency and accountability in financial reporting by
companies such multi-national levels, especially given their complexity and the extent to which
they affect the economies of many countries in the course of their operations. However, while such
expectations may be necessary in connection with the subjects of very large business, the same
cannot be said of small-scale (or small and medium enterprises, SMEs). Moreover, there are reasons
to reject the assumption of dominance of legal regulatory and statutory requirements on accounting
policy choice of firms. For example, as noted by McLeay and Jaafar (2007), cited by Cuzdriorean
(2010) :“The selection of the method of certain accounting by companies is likely to depend to a
great extent not only by the rules of accounting, but also from among its operating and
circumstances facing in such an environment”. We can highlight the fact that size plays an
important role in the selection of accounting policies. This assertion supports more than anyone
creation of specific standards for the reporting of SMEs (IFRS for SMEs) by removing them from
the application of IAS / IFRSs. The larger the firm is the more careful is the selection of accounting
policies, the more it gives information to stakeholders. Thus SMEs must be careful in the
information you provide to their users where taxes account the main group, but other operators such
as financial analysts, banks, groups of creditors and other similar users. Bosnyak (2003) studied in
Hungary the selection of accounting policies between different sizes of entities. His findings
confirmed de facto the impact of tax in accounting. In his study of the most powerful factor
"taxation" explained 26.17% of decisions made by economists in their choices on accounting
policy. According to this study 20 attributes considered important for decision-making in reporting
were classified into five main factors, the most important was tax. Fekete et al (2008) found a way
to measure the impact of tax accounting. Although they were not able to determine if this effect was
large or small because there was no grounds comparability of reference, they determined the level
4% of this impact.



Research design

Subjects included in the study were selected randomly. The questionnaire was distributed in
electronic form, and in cases where the answer was no, by hand. We sent 673 questionnaires of
which 270 were returned to us. So we get 270/673 = 40% of the original sample answers. It seems
statistically acceptable, since similar results were obtained by other researchers in Bulgaria and
Romania. Subjects were asked to estimate according to a Liker scale (1 to 5), according to the
literature 20 factors affecting the selection of accounting policies. We applied the method of
principal components analysis (PCA) for reducing factors®>. The purpose of this analysis is to
understand if the questions of section 26 of the questionnaire are related to each other and
explanatory factors which make it possible to create internal variations between these questions.
Did have questions latent factor which will enable the movement of grouped these questions and, if
so, to identify these factors.

After realizing dimension reduction SPSS either in the following criteria: the statistics were
selected window "initial solution" coefficients, statistical significance, and tests determinant, KMO
and Bartter's test of sphericity. Unrotated factor solutions were selected, scree plot, Eigen values> 1
as well as Varimax method because the components are independent thought among them.

The correlation matrix between the variables we presented a coefficient equal to 0.003 >
0.0001 which means that we have questions that correlation between them and can use factor
analysis. On the other hand, if we see the correlation matrix greater than 0.8 which implies the
presence of the multicolinearity problem in our variables. All variables correlate less than 0.8
therefore have not multicolinearity between variables.

The table above reflected Eigen values for the procedure that we have selected. We see that
we have eight factors which have Eigen value greater than 1 and these factors explain 70.9% of the
total variance. The following will reflect the full scree which will present us with Eigen values and
graph components that pass Eigen =1. We see that here are 7 factors that have Eigen values greater
than 1, the factor of 8 is potentially possible.

Attributes 2 and 6 have a value lower than 0.3. according to the study methodology they are
important factors in the selection of, so you can ignore. 6. Merging the accounting registers with




fiscal data, conformity assessment methods for tax purposes, 2. Minimize cost accounting activities,
the cost of the change in the registration system

The factors identified are:

Factor 1: Review of the financial position of the entity

8. Creating a favorable image of the entity to shareholders.

14. Financial statements compliance with the philosophy of a true and fair view.

17. Influence of the amount of profit that will be distributed to shareholders and managers.

19. The information provided in the financial statements for the entity brings advantage in
applying for grants, subsidies, etc.

Factor 2: Tax Influence on minimizing cost

13. Minimizing taxes and other contributions (other than income tax).

15. Minimizing the profit tax

16. Maximum use of incentives coming from taxes

Factor 3: Useful information for management and external auditors

9. Specified and specific information need of manager

12 Creating a fair image by the external auditors of the company

Factor 4: Being in the current with the latest updates from the field

4. Receiving information about the assessment methods used by competitors or entity with a
similar profile

5. Using evaluation methods proposed in scientific works (newspapers, books, Internet)

Factor 5: Tradition

1. Tradition accountant, having fear of a change in accounting methods

18. The use of the accounting policies adopted by the tax inspectors

Factor 6:

3. Utility of information for shareholders and creditors obtained by certain methods.

Factor 8: Thinking about investors

In principal component analysis (PCA) important issue is the interpretation of the economic
factors that content is the most difficult of all analysis. Therefore, we will continue reasoning by
finding "name" right or "descriptive" to each factor and analyze them.

Conclusion

As expected, creating a reliable view of the activity of the unit occupies a key role in the
selection of accounting policies. So the first factor we have determined: Review of the financial
position of the entity

Tax influence ranks the second on the list. So we have the second factor due to the attributes
named " Tax Influence on minimizing cost " was included in it.

The third, fourth and fifth factors have more to do with creating an appropriate image for the
management and auditing using good accounting practices. Even here, somehow reappears taxation
impact.

The seventh and the eighth factor posturing entity within the attractiveness for shareholders
and investors.

This study for the first time, made possible a classification of the factors that influence the
selection of accounting policies by the Albanian economists. As was seen above and theoretical
examinations were completed totally by empirical research. Subsequent studies might see the
impact of each factor in the selection of accounting policies.

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THE CONTROL OF MAIN ASSETS AT THE ENTERPRISES, AGENCIES,
THE ORGANIZATIONS

Standard and legal features of main assets are considered. Problem aspects in the accounting and tax law are
outlined. Recommendations concerning improvement of main assets which will promote accumulation of resource
capacity of the enterprises are developed, providing their effective housekeeping. The main directions of control of
main assets, their mistakes and violation are considered.

Key words: main assets, legislation, control of main assets, tax accounting, cost, depreciation.

Formation and effective use of production potential which as much as possible will satisfy
needs of the country for goods and services is the basic from tasks which face economy of Ukraine
today.

The relevance of studying of main assets is predetermined that in the conditions of the
market relations such questions as a technological level, quality, reliability of production which
completely depends on a qualitative condition of main assets of the enterprise and their effective
use, because improvement of qualities of means of labor provides the main part of growth of
efficiency of all production that are put in the forefront.

Studying of a current state of standard legal support of the accounting of main assets in
Ukraine testifies to harmonization of accounting and tax accounting, the maximum simplification of
the tax law and so forth. In particular, taking into account provisions of the Law of Ukraine «About
modification of the Tax code of Ukraine (rather tax reform)» the financial result to the taxation
increases by the sum of the added depreciation of main assets according to the accounting, but
decreases by the sum of the calculated depreciation according to standards of the Tax code of
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Ukraine. At the same time the current version of the Tax code of Ukraine contains only one
difference from rules of accounting - establishments of minimum admissible useful services (didn't
change in comparison with the previous edition), which are applied in case in accounting other
terms that are established. According to the item 11 Transitional provisions of the Tax code of
Ukraine, at calculation of depreciation of main assets, according to item 138.3 of century 138 these
codes, their balance cost a state for January 1, 2015 has to equal the balance cost of such assets
according to tax accounting that is determined by a state for December 31 in 2014. That in tax
accounting it is authorized to apply the same methods of depreciation, as in accounting except for a
production method is positive. The section III the Tax code of Ukraine in the new edition doesn't
contain specific rules of tax accounting of operating costs on the contents, improvement and repair
of main assets. Therefore, the corresponding sums are considered as a part of expenses by rules of
accounting. In case of sale or elimination of main assets the financial result to the taxation increases
by the residual cost of that object determined according to Ukrainian Accounting standards, and
decreases by the residual cost of such object determined according to rules of tax accounting.

At the same time in the existing circumstances of improvement of legislative base which
regulates the accounting of main assets, there was imperfect a methodical maintenance of
continuous standard and legislative changes in the accounting of main assets, generating a huge
number of questions concerning their practical application [1,2].

Practical activities of the accounting of main assets, insufficient level of its research, from
the point of view of many numerical changes and additions to the current legislation, caused need of
writing of this article and developing of concrete measures concerning improvement of main assets
[6].

Research objective is justification of standard and legal features of the accounting of main
assets and the formulation of concrete recommendations concerning their decision.

The effective organization of business activity demands obligatory existence and appropriate
use of means of labor. In production economic activity of the enterprise use means of labor which
are long used in the course of production, store initial appearance, test gradual wear and transfer the
cost to product cost (address expenses) gradually during their standard useful service behind the
established norms.

According to Ukrainian Accounting standards 7, main assets are material assets which the
enterprise holds for use in the course of production or delivery of goods, rendering of services,
leasing to other persons or for implementation of administrative and welfare functions which
expected term of useful operation is more than a year (or an operational cycle if it is longer than
year) [5, 7].

Main assets of the payer of a tax classify in the relevant groups to which it is established
minimum admissible terms of their depreciation. At the same time in the financial account it isn't
set restrictions in terms of depreciation of objects. The list of groups of tax accounting which it is
approximate to grouping in accounting, is provided in article 145 of the Tax code of Ukraine. Thus
the payer of a tax isn't deprived of the right to establish longer term of operation and, respectively,
depreciation. The sum of depreciation decreases that leads to increase in base of the taxation.

The tax code of Ukraine regulates depreciation terms more accurately, than it was carried
out by the Law of Ukraine «About the taxation of profit of the enterprises». It establishes the
minimum useful services for each group of main assets, contains completely logical
recommendations concerning its definition [3].

According to Ukrainian Accounting standards 7, liquidating cost is the sum of means or cost
of other assets which the enterprise expects to receive from realization (elimination) of non-
turnaround assets after the termination of term of their useful use (operation), for a deduction of the
expenses connected with sale (elimination). Therefore, if to take as a basis Ukrainian Accounting
standards 7, the enterprise, having got object of main assets before to exploit him has to solve, how
many years the enterprise intends to use such object for appointment and for what sum hope to sell
subsequently.

Through complexity of an assessment of assets in the future to problematic issues there is an
order of determination of liquidating cost of main assets [4].

The tax code of Ukraine doesn't regulate this question, and establishes the minimum useful
service in certain cases can even create to the enterprise of a problem, preventing to liquidate the
main means if as a result of revaluation it appears that it already reached beforehand the liquidating
cost. As we see, a problem of divergences in accounting and tax accounting, unfortunately is
present. Through inconsistency of national standards of accounting and the tax law the accountant
has to calculate twice the same depreciation in accounting and at payment of income tax.

The tax code of Ukraine approached rules of definition of depreciation charges in tax
accounting to national Ukrainian Accounting standards. Charge of depreciation for the taxation is
carried out by the enterprise for the method that is determined by the order on accounting policies
for charge of depreciation for the purpose of folding of financial statements. So in tax and
accounting will be applied identical methods of charge of depreciation. The tax code of Ukraine
also provides implementation of revaluation of main assets unlike the current legislation which
notes only indexation of balance cost of main assets.

Depreciation of main assets in tax accounting is with application of the same methods that
recommended in Ukrainian Accounting standards 7 «Main assets», except production, namely:
rectilinear, reduction of residual cost, acceleration of reduction of residual cost, cumulative. At the
same time the Tax code of Ukraine limited use of the accelerated depreciation, reducing the same
taxation level that part of profit which goes not for consumption, and for development of the
enterprise. It, in the turn, will lead to decrease in investments, in particular internal investment into
main capital which forms a basis for effective development of the state.

Legislatively approved order of depreciation has to get rid of shortcomings of the operating
methodology, for this purpose it has to provide reduction of restrictions on application of the
accelerated depreciation, permission to the enterprises independently to choose methods of
depreciation and freely to pass from the accelerated methods on rectilinear at any time.

The expected period of time during which non-turnaround assets will be used by the
enterprise, is useful service of the main means which will be amortized. Thus physical wear of
object of main assets, practically disregarding its obsolescence which reduces efficiency of use of
the available resources and, respectively, loss by an economic entity of profit is considered.

The tax code notes that when determining useful service (operation) it is necessary to
consider an obsolescence which is provided. But it is all that is told about it there. Therefore,
developing of the qualifier with deep specification of objects of main assets taking into account
branch features is expedient.

Owing to different economic and social factors the financial statements of the enterprises of
the different countries have the features and differences. Information mutual understanding is the
important prerequisite of successful development of business, economic integration of the countries.

Some international organizations deal with an issue of standardization of accounting.
Among them first of all it is necessary to call International Accounting Standard Committee
(IASC). This organization is independent body which is engaged in development of the
international standards of accounting.

In the conditions of integration of Ukraine to the world community of importance gets
achievement of unity both economic terms, and concepts at the international and interstate levels.
For the sake of achievement of compliance of domestic sources we consider world in definition of
the term «main assets» for expedient to address to the International standard of accounting 16th
«Main assets».

According to the International standard of accounting 16th «Main assets», main assets are
material assets, which: 1. Are used by the company for production or delivery of goods and
services, for leasing to other companies, or for the administrative purposes. 2. It is expected to use
during more than one period.

Having compared this definition with what offers Ukrainian Accounting standards 7 «Main
assets», we can claim that full compliance of national standards to the international takes place.
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According too that, authors of this research offer to consider such directions of control of
main assets: control of ensuring preservation of main assets; control of timeliness of carrying out
inventory of main assets within the last two-three years, carrying out selective inventory; control of
correctness of classification of main assets; control of correctness of definition of active part of
main assets; control of correctness of reference of object to main assets; control of correctness of
maintaining the analytical accounting of main assets; control of correctness of an assessment and
revaluation of main assets; control of correctness of documentary registration and accounting of
receipt of main assets; control of correctness of charge and reference on expenses of depreciation of
main assets; control of correctness of reflection in the accounting of leaving of main assets, the
taxation of leaving of main assets; an assessment of a condition of the accounting of main assets
and the reporting on them, the analysis of their use; the general conclusion about the importance of
mistakes in the accounting of main assets and their influence on reliability of the reporting.

At monitoring procedure of operations with main assets it is necessary to be guided by the
following: the available assets have to be protected from possible thievery, abuses, premature wear;
receipt and leaving of main assets has to be authorized by the management; reflection in accounting
of receipt, movement and leaving of main assets, and also depreciation calculations on them have to
answer the approved accounting policies of the enterprise and the accepted procedures.

First of all controllers have to make sure of correctness of registration of the property rights
to objects of main assets and their transfer to structural division for its operation according to the
delegated powers and features of economic activity. For this purpose controllers study documents
for acquisition and transfer of objects.

The special place is taken by control of preservation and existence of objects of main assets,
correctness of their assessment, as with it directly connected the taxation of property and reliability
of reflection of financial results and the reporting. Controllers check, what actions are accepted in
structural division concerning ensuring preservation of objects of main assets. For this purpose the
following is established: or there are orders of the head on appointment of responsible persons and
written contracts with them on a full individual liability for their preservation; whether created
appropriate conditions for their storage (the room, safes, cases are closed); whether held events
concerning ensuring fire safety (the equipment of rooms the fire-prevention alarm system). Further
acts of inventory of main assets for the last 2-3 years are checked: their reliability, correctness of
registration, timeliness of carrying out check according to accounting policies of the enterprise. The
inventory description, comparative data, decisions of the guide to results of inventory and their
performance are also subject to control. Controllers can make selective inventory of main assets for
an assessment of objectivity and informality of the work on inventory which is carried out in
division. At control of maintaining the accounting of assets it is necessary to check, first of all, or
their group answers with the accepted classification. Also correctness of maintaining the analytical
accounting of objects is controlled: assignment of accession numbers, maintaining inventory cards
or books, correctness of assignment of the code, depreciation charge, existence of technical
documentation on object. Control of correctness of an assessment of main assets can be also
continuous or selective. Controllers need also to check, or revaluation of main assets or their part
and on what basis was carried out; in what way it was carried out; whether there are documents
which confirm market prices, and correctness of calculations; whether displayed results of
revaluation in inventory cards and accounting and the reporting.

Important stage control at the enterprise is check of operations on the movement of objects
of main assets: receipts, internal displacement, leaving.

Also at control of reliability of the reporting of main assets controllers check compliance of
the applied forms approved to forms; compliance of records of the synthetic and analytical account
to entries in the Ledger and balance; reliability of data in the report on existence and the movement
of main assets, correctness of carrying out from the accounting of main assets. Completeness of
disclosure in the reporting of information on main assets is analyzed according to an explanatory
note to the report, and also on such indicators as a primitive project cost for the beginning and the
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end of the reporting period, the sum of depreciation charges for the beginning and the end of the
year, cost of write-off of objects.

Authors of this research offered to consider such following mistakes and violations:
untimely tax assessment main assets; absence or wrong registration of primary documents; violation
of storage conditions and operation of objects of main assets; wrong determination of primitive cost
of objects; absence or wrong organization of the analytical accounting of main assets; reflections of
reconstruction or modernization of objects of main assets as their repair; charge of wear behind
objects of main assets which are completely amortized; incorrect correspondence of accounts on
operations of receipt and leaving of objects; formal carrying out inventory or violation of terms and
order of its carrying out; absence of documents which confirm the market value of objects at their
revaluation; distortion of financial result due to charge of depreciation in case of a loss; depreciation
charge once for a quarter; charge of depreciation at completely amortized objects; inaccuracies in
definition of terms of the beginning and the end of charge of depreciation; application for
transferred to division to objects of other way of depreciation; not tax assessment materials and
spare parts which remain at elimination of objects of main assets; absence of the organization of a
liability of rather leased main assets; the illegal accelerated charge of depreciation of main assets;
discrepancy of information on existence of main assets according to the Ledger and inventory cards;
not maintenance of a tax upon purchase of main assets from natural persons; stealing of main assets.

Therefore, generalizing all above, it is possible to draw a conclusion that features of
standard legal support of main assets consist in further harmonization of their financial account with
tax, gradually coming nearer to requirements of the international standards. Main assets is one of
the most important factors of any production, a state and which effective use directly influences the
end results of economic activity of the enterprises. Legislatively approved order of depreciation has
to provide reduction of restrictions on use of the accelerated depreciation, and also permission to the
enterprises on an independent choice of methods of depreciation and free transition at any time.
Development of the qualifier with deep specification of objects of main assets taking into account
branch features will allow to strengthen control of quality and efficiency of use of main assets.

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The assessment of the impact of judgments issued by the Court of Justice of the EU on the
economic and legal aspects of the concept of “tax credit” warrants an analysis of the requirements
set out in the national legal framework and of how these are interpreted by the tax authorities.

1. The Requirements of Bulgarian Legislation

1.1. The concept of “tax credit”

The Bulgarian legislator defines tax credit as the amount of tax which registered persons are
entitled to deduct from their tax liabilities under the VAT Act. Any person registered under the
VAT Act is entitled to this right, provided that one of the following has occurred [1]:

. goods or services are received under taxable delivery;

. a payment has been made prior to the occurrence of the tax event for taxable
delivery;

. goods or services have been imported.

1.2. Conditions for occurrence of the right to deduct tax credit [2]:
According to the Bulgarian VAT Act the right of tax credit deduction arises where the
following general conditions are present [3]:

. the supplier and recipient/importer are persons registered under the VAT Act;

. the goods or services received are subject to a taxable delivery;

. the goods or services received will be used for the purposes of taxable deliveries
made by the recipient;

. the recipient holds a tax document in which the tax is indicated on a separate row;

. the tax has become exigible for the tax payer;

. the right to tax credit deduction must be exercised for the tax period in which the

right has arisen, or in one of the subsequent 12 tax periods; this right cannot be exercised on the
basis of reference declarations filed after the end of this period;
. the right to tax credit deduction should not be expressly excluded by the law.
1.3. Requirements to the documents relating to supplies
The legislator stipulates that the right to deduct tax credit is conditional upon the possession
of an invoice which contains all the elements required by the Act [4]:
1. document name;
2. successive ten-digit number, containing Arabic figures only, based on one or more
series depending on the accounting needs of the tax liable person, who identifies the invoice in a
unique way;

date of issue;

name and address of the supplier;

identification number of the supplier;

name and address of the recipient of the delivery;
identification number of the recipient;

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8.  quantity and type of goods, type of service;

9.  date, on which the tax event regarding the delivery has occurred, or date on which
payment is received;

10. unit price without tax and tax base of the delivery, as well as any commercial rebates
and discounts, in case they are not included in the unit price;

11. tax rate, in case the rate is zero — the ground for its applying, as well as the ground
for non-charging a tax;

12. the amount of tax;

13.  sum to be paid, where it differs from the amount of the tax base and the tax;

14. circumstances defining the goods as new vehicle — in the event of inter-community
delivery of new transport vehicles.

1.4. Under what circumstances can tax documents be annulled?

According to Bulgarian legislation, if the tax base of the delivery changes, this needs to be
reflected in the supplier’s accounting documents within 5 days of the occurrence of the event —
either by issue of a debit notification (where the tax base has increased), or by issue of a credit
notification (where the tax base has decreased) [5].

In this case suppliers are obliged to reflect the tax documents (notifications) issued by them
in the sales record for the tax period during which they were issued [6].

Recipients are obliged to reflect the debit notifications received by them in the purchase
record at the latest by the third tax period following the tax period in which they were issued, but no
later than the last tax period referred to in Art. 72, Para. 1 of the VAT Act; credit notifications are to
be booked in the purchase record for the tax period during which they were issued [7]. A tax
document can be annulled if it was incorrectly prepared or corrected, including when tax was not
charged in the invoice/notification although it should have been charged or vice versa — tax was not
charged but should have been charged [8].

Where incorrectly prepared or corrected documents are reflected in the accounting registers
of the supplier or the recipient, the documents are annulled by drawing up a protocol for each of the
parties. The protocol must contain the following information[9]:

1.  reason the annulment;

2. number and date of the document being annulled;

3.  number and date of the new document issued;

4.  signatures of the persons who drafted the protocol for each of the parties.

A protocol cannot be issued if the date of issue of the annulled document is the same as the
date of issue of the new document (Art. 81, Para. 4 of the Rules for Implementation of the VAT
Act).

The right to deduct tax credit is exercised on the basis of the new tax document issued,
provided that the person holds the protocol referred to in Art. 116, Para. 4 of the VAT Act.

1.4. Conditions relating to the timeframe for exercising the right of tax credit deduction

According to Bulgarian tax legislation the right of tax credit deduction arises when the VAT
which is subject to deduction becomes exigible.

Persons registered under the VAT Act may exercise their right of tax credit deduction for the
tax period during which this right has arisen, or in one of the subsequent 12 tax periods. This right
cannot be exercised on the basis of reference declaration filed after the end of the three-month
period [10].

1.6. Right of partial tax credit deduction

The legislator states that persons registered under the VAT Act are entitled to deduct partial
tax credit with regard to the tax for goods or services which are used for carrying out deliveries, for
which such persons have the right to tax credit deduction, as well as with regard to deliveries or
activities, for which these persons have no such right [11].

1.7. Corrections of used tax credit

The legislator envisages two types of corrections of used tax credit — increase or reduction.
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Corrections of the used tax credit with a view to decreasing it are possible in the following

cases:
. amendment of the tax base, cancellation of the delivery, change of the type of
delivery or document annulment;
. fully or partially deducted tax credit for goods and services which are subsequently

used for exempt deliveries and for deliveries or activities for which right of tax credit deduction is
not available;

. free of charge intra-Community;

. fully deducted tax credit for goods and services which are subsequently used both for
deliveries for which the right to tax credit is available, and for deliveries or activities for which right
of tax credit deduction is not available, and the person is unable to determine what portion of the
goods or services is used for deliveries with right of tax credit and for deliveries without right of tax
credit;

. destruction, shortfall or discarding goods for which the tax credit was fully or
partially deducted upon the purchase or acquisition.

Corrections of the used tax credit with a view to increasing it are possible when the tax
credit was partially deducted and subsequently the goods or services are used only for taxable
supplies [12].

Despite the detailed mechanism for using tax credit, the Bulgarian VAT legislation does not
provide for a mechanism by which suppliers could adjust the initially invoiced VAT amount and
pass it on to the recipients of the supplies where the VAT in question has been assessed by the tax
authorities. Neither does it set out a procedure enabling recipients to deduct the VAT on purchase
transactions assessed to their suppliers.

With relation to this a request for a preliminary ruling has been made to the Court of Justice
of the EU concerning the interpretation of the principle of the neutrality provided for in Articles 193
and 194 of Council Directive 2006/112/EC in the context of the rules set out in the Bulgarian VAT
Act.

2. Judgment of the Court on Case C-111/14 [13] concerning the right to adjust the
initially invoiced VAT amount

Background

The request for a preliminary ruling relates to a case in which a German entity, GST Service
AG, Germany, rendered certain services to its Bulgarian related party. The transactions consisted of
supplies of services of technical and consultancy nature, as well as of rent of scaffolding and
materials. Considering that the supplier was not established for VAT purposes in Bulgaria, the
recipient accounted for the VAT due on the supplies under the reverse-charge mechanism, i.e. it
self-charged the tax due and, at the same time, deducted it as an input VAT credit.

During the audit proceedings the tax authorities took the view that during the period in
question the German entity had a fixed establishment in Bulgaria for VAT purposes and that the
supplies in question were rendered through this establishment. As a result, the authorities registered
ex officio the supplier for VAT in Bulgaria and assessed VAT liabilities and penalty interest to the
German entity for the services rendered to its Bulgarian counter-party. In compliance with the
issued audit act the German entity remitted the sums assessed to the Bulgarian state budget.

Under the Bulgarian VAT Act the supplier was not able to adjust the initial invoices and
pass on the amount of VAT assessed by the tax authorities to the recipient, since the VAT on the
supplies was assessed with a VAT audit act.

The recipient, nevertheless, claimed the VAT amount for refund directly from the tax
administration on the basis of the VAT audit act issued to the supplier. This claim for
reimbursement filed by the recipient was rejected by the tax authorities as it was not supported by a
valid tax document for the purposes of the VAT deduction. Following the rejection of the
recipient’s claim, the supplier in turn filed a claim for refund of the VAT assessed by the tax
authorities following the Bulgarian procedure for refund of overpaid or unduly paid taxes. This
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claim was disallowed by the tax authorities as well, on the grounds that the VAT was assessed by
means of a valid administrative act and, thus, the tax could not be regarded as undue.

The Judgment of the Court of Justice of the EU (ECJ)

At the outset, the Court of Justice dismissed the possibility that the application of the
reverse-charge mechanism by the recipient could relieve the supplier from its obligations as a VAT
liable person.

Turning to the central preliminary question, the ECJ found that the refusal to refund the
VAT to the supplier is tantamount to the supplier effectively bearing the fiscal burden of the tax,
which is contrary to the principle of the neutrality of VAT.

The Court argued that the disallowance of the supplier’s claim for refund of the tax was not
justified by reasons of ensuring the correct levying and collection of VAT and the prevention of tax
evasion, since the risk of any tax loss had been wholly eliminated with the rejection of the
recipient’s refund claim. Referring to its earlier case-law, the Court stated that where the risk of tax
loss had been fully eliminated, the taxpayer is to be allowed to adjust the VAT amount initially
invoiced, without this adjustment being dependent on the discretion of the tax authorities.

The implicit conclusion in the reasoning of the Court is that if the Bulgarian legislation
provided for an adjustment mechanism in cases where the tax is assessed to the taxpayer by the tax
authorities, this unusual situation of the supplier claiming refund of assessed output VAT would not
have arisen.

The described judgment of the Court of Justice overcomes the contradictory practice of
Bulgarian courts in similar hypotheses.

3. Judgment of the Court in case C 234/11[14] and Judgment of the Court in case C
550/11[15] concerning the interpretation of Article 185 of Council Directive 2006/112/EC on
the common system of value added tax and the rules regulating the input VAT adjustment
under the Bulgarian VAT Act

Background

The requests for preliminary rulings made to the Court of Justice of the EU in both cases
concern cases where the tax authorities found grounds for subsequent adjustments of the input VAT
deducted by the taxpayers upon the acquisition of inventories and fixed assets.

3.1. In case C-234/11 TETS Haskovo demolished some of the buildings that it had acquired
with the aim of modernizing its thermal power station. The taxpayer argues that no adjustment of
the initial VAT deduction is to be performed as the old buildings were demolished in order to create
new buildings that would be used for taxable transactions.

3.2. In case C-550/11 PIGI the tax authorities established that there was a shortfall in the
taxpayer’s stock caused by a theft in the company’s premises. The theft was reported by the
taxpayer to the police but the perpetrator was not identified. The taxpayer argues that the theft of
stock should be viewed as force majeure, as it could not have been foreseen, and therefore no input
VAT adjustment is to be made.

In both cases, the arguments put forward by the taxpayers were dismissed by the tax
authorities.

The judgements

In its judgements on both cases, the ECJ recalls that the right to deduct VAT is exercised at
the time of the purchase. However, if any changes take place in the use of the acquired goods or
more broadly in the factors used to determine the VAT amount to be deducted, an adjustment to the
initial deduction of VAT is to be subsequently made as provided for in Article 185 (1) of the VAT
Directive. In that regard, in both cases, the Court goes on to examine whether or not such a change
in the factors has occurred.

In the judgement in case C-234/11 TETS Haskovo, the Court concludes that there is no
change in the factors used to determine the initial VAT deduction where buildings are destroyed
with the view of modernizing power production facilities. According to the ECJ the acquisition of
the buildings and their subsequent destruction should be regarded as a series of linked transactions
for the purposes of future taxable transactions.
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Although the outcome is positive for the taxpayer, the ruling does not give a clear-cut
answer as to whether, under different circumstances, the destruction of property should lead to such
change in the factors used in determining the deductible VAT amount. As per Article 185 (2) of the
VAT Directive, no adjustment is to be made in the case of destruction or loss of property. The
Court, however, does not reach the point of analysing the case from the perspective of the
exceptions of Article 185 (2). This leads to the conclusion that adjustments to deductions in the
event of destruction of assets will need to be analysed on a case-by-case basis.

In contrast to TETS Haskovo, in case C-550/11 PIGI the Court finds that the theft of stock
has lead to a change in the factors used in determining the deductible VAT amount — the stolen
goods could not be used in the taxable activity of the taxpayer anymore. That is why the Court goes
on to examine if, in the circumstances of the case, the exceptions of Article 185 (2) requiring no
adjustments should be invoked. One of the general exceptions in this provision concerns the theft of
property, duly proved or confirmed. However, a special derogation allows Member States to require
adjustments in all cases of theft. On this basis, the ECJ concludes that the Bulgarian State has
availed itself of this option and an adjustment to the VAT deduction may be required in the event of
theft irrespective of the circumstances surrounding the theft. The Court also makes it clear that the
theft is not an occurrence caused by force majeure.

Implications

The main conclusion to be made on the basis of this judgment is that, when analysing
whether or not an input VAT adjustment should be performed under the EU rules, taxpayers should
first consider if there is a change in the factors used to determine the initial VAT deduction. In
TETS Haskovo — due to the link of the destruction with the future taxable activity — the Court
concludes that no such factor change occurred and stops its analysis there.

In PIGI the ECJ finds that a change in the factors determining the VAT deduction took place
and, as a next step, proceeds to analyse the exceptions of Article 185 (2) of the VAT Directive. The
specific outcome in P/GI follows from the fact that it concerns theft and Member States are allowed
to require input VAT adjustment in cases of stolen goods. It will remain to be seen in future
judgements, for cases where the destruction or loss of the property is caused by different reasons, if
the exceptions of Article 185 (2) would allow taxpayers not to make adjustments.

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The article is devoted to the analyses of the cyber security regulation at the state level in the countries of EU.
Get a view of the state strategies, acts and basic provisions with the aim to demonstrate the directions of state policy of
the EU to ensure cyber security.
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The European model concept of the state management of cyber security represents at the two
main levels: the state regulation level and the military level. The state regulation of cyber security in
the European countries deals with such question as: personal data security (Canada, Netherlands,
Estonia, Sweden, Finland, Spain); protection of e-commerce, e-transactions and payment
instruments security (Poland, Estonia, Italy); protection of important object of critical infrastructure
and information system (France).

The EU countries provides the legislative regulation of cyber security process in accordance
with identified issues such Acts, Strategies and Plans of action as: Homeland Security Act, Cyber
Security Research and Development Act, Federal Information Security Management Act,
Electronic Signatures in Global and National Commerce Act (, Italy, Spain, Netherlands, Italy,
Latvia, Germany, Sweden, Poland, Austria); Personal Information Protection Act (Sweden, Austria,
Germany, Spain, Poland, Great Britain, Netherlands); Electronic Commerce Protection Act
(Austria, Italy) etc.

The directions of the state cyber policy in EU is stimulate members to adopt the Strategies
of cyber security or Cyber security Action Plan. The relevance of this issue is confirmed by the fact
that countries-members of EU are regularly adopting new program and to launch new activities with
the aim to strength the cyber security.

In particular that is reflected in the fact that is establishment important organizations that are
provides the policy in this sphere. For example in 2004 was established one of the main
organization - The European Union Agency for Network and Information Security (ENISA).
Exactly this agency provides to exchange of information, experience and knowledge of information
security sphere [2].

Also came in force The European Strategy of cyber security by which the Strategies on the
national level are elaborating. Various European countries have implemented the EU strategy with
regard to its consequences by formulating their own national strategies. Therefore these strategies
being adapted to internal state situations and the needs are additional guidelines for organizations in
each member state.

In particular, over the past decade were adopted national strategies on cyber security such
EU members as: 2008 - Slovakia, Estonia; 2009 - United Kingdom; 2011 - Germany, Lithuania,
Luxembourg, Netherlands, Poland, Romania, France, Czech Republic; 2012 — Austria; 2013 -
Finland + common EU strategy "Open, security and reliable cyberspace", which reflects a
comprehensive vision of the EU how to better prevent and react to cyber-attacks and technical
failures.

For example the Cyber Security Strategy of Estonia 2014-2017 is the basic document for
planning Estonia’s cyber security and a part of Estonia’s broader security strategy. The strategy
highlights important recent developments, assesses threats to Estonia’s cyber security and presents
measures to manage threats. This strategy continues the implementation of many of the goals found
in the Cyber Security Strategy 2008-2013; however, new threats and needs which were not covered
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by the previous strategy have also been added. But more than half of EU member - states is still not
elaborated own Strategy of cyber security.

The European Union is promoting cyber security on a number of fronts. In 2013 was
adopted The EU Cyber security Strategy, which are sets out ways to strengthen network and
information security across the EU. It protects the public and private sectors from intrusion and
fraud, by means the strengthening cross-border cooperation and information exchange. This
Strategy identifies priorities in cyberspace as: freedom and openness which defines the principles of
using as fundamental human rights in cyberspace; application of the EU legislation in cyberspace as
the same way as in the physical world. The responsibility for the security of cyberspace is in the
whole global society: from average citizens to the states; capacity development cyber security
through cooperation with international partners and organizations, the private sector and civil
society and so on.

The establishment unified database on cyber threats and the system of regular exchange of
information provides According to the Strategy.

Also are actual the issues of cyber security, including the following elements as: safety on
the Internet, protection of intellectual property, improvement of technical regulations and standards,
regulation and development of the digital market of products.

The strategy of EU, involving industry and business, provides the following necessary
measures: to carry out investments in high-level cyber security and develop best practices and
exchange of information at the branch level, involving state agencies; to attract organizations to
raising of awareness of cyber security on all levels of business practices and due to interaction with
the customers; The European Commission attracted stakeholders from the public and private sectors
to stimulate the development and adoption of industry security standards, technical regulations and
principles of "safety in developing" and "privacy by development", to be observed manufacturers of
products and service providers in the field of information and communication technologies (ICTs),
including cloud technologies. New generations of software and hardware must be equipped with
more powerful and convenient built-in instruments of protection; to work out industry standards for
organizations working in cyber security sphere and to improve the information in the open access
by developing marks of protection level or appropriate marks of quality that will help consumers to
navigate on the market; ENISA's mandate should make it possible to improve the relations between
Europol and ENISA and to strengthening its relations with stakeholders in this field.

Also it should be mentioned the activities that carried the EU to ensure cyber security,
particularly in the field research works, management and governance in the EU and its member
states. Among them are: the Directive on network and information security; Program Research and
Development Horizon 2020; transnational organizational and international cooperation in policy
and law enforcement systems, etc.

Since the launch of the Strategy, the European Commission has stepped up its efforts to
better protect Europeans online, including the adoption of different legislative proposals. The
Commission has further strengthened its approach in 2015 by including cyber security at the heart
of its political priorities: trust and security are at the core of the Digital Single Market Strategy
while the fight against cybercrime is one of the three pillars of the European Agenda on Security.

Also important is common actions EU with NATO that unite experience, authority and
efforts of these organizations in the field of information security. As a result of this cooperation EU-
NATO is the basis instrument of Euro-Atlantic cyber security, which is also associated with crisis
management and peacekeeping, human security spheres and internal affairs.

In 2008 in Tallinn (Estonia) the issues of combating cyber threads was dedicated opening of
the Common Centre of Excellence on Cyber Defense, which was accredited as a NATO Centre of
Excellence. It deal with research and training in cyber protection [1].

But, along with several successfully implemented strategies and implemented measures are
still actual issues as the interaction of public and private sector in this area. Because today a public-
private partnership is considered as the guarantee of a successful, modern and economically
developed country that governed in its development by most optimal and modernized management
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tools and realized the state policy. And the issue of cyber security and awareness among citizens in
this area with to timely and reasonable response to the problem there is no exception.

A lot of organizations, whatever their potential and location, still quite badly knowledgeable
about threats and risks that carry the cyber-crime and cyber warfare.

Thus, one of the priorities of European cyber security is to increase awareness of
commercial enterprises and nonprofit organizations. The last cyber-crime incidents had shown that
neither the size or type of activity or location of the organization do not affect to their vulnerability
to attacks; where there is cyber-crime, methods of automated attacks frequently lead to incidents.
Put it another way the small and medium organizations can also becoming victims of cyber-attacks
even if they are at first seem to "uninteresting".

In summer 2015 the government of Great Britain announced about intention to increase
funding for cyber warfare as much as a tenfold to counter the hacking threat posed by Russia and
China. Up to £2bn will be ploughed into Britain’s offensive cyber programme over the next five
years following recommendations to the strategic defense and security review by Joint Forces
Command (JFC), which oversees the three armed forces on cyber warfare. JFC is understood to
have called for the recruitment of about 300 cyber-specialists and the development of more malware
— hostile or intrusive software such as computer viruses, trojan horses, worms and spyware.
Military sources say JFC has recommended an annual budget of £400m — 10 times the current
level — for Britain’s highly secretive programme [3].

Also we must admit, that Great Britain wants to increase spending on cyber security almost
doubled to a total of 1.9 billion pounds ($2.9 billion) over the period to 2020 [4].

The modern cyber threats in the world announced that The UK Cyber Security Strategy of
2011 is not actual nowadays. Therefore in November 2015 was signed new UK Cyber Security
Strategy that includes: new National Cyber Centre will house the countries first dedicated ‘cyber
force’ to handle cyber incidents in Britain, and ensure faster and more effective responses to major
attacks; a stronger Active Defence Programme, including: exploring whether internet service
providers can work together, with government help, to divert more malware attacks and block bad
addresses used against British internet users, a renewed crackdown on cyber-criminals, with
increased capabilities for the National Cyber Crime Unit; creation of new Centre for Digital Skills
and Computer Science, new Cyber Innovation Centre. [5].

The cross-border character of the threats compels countries to engage in closer international
cooperation. Cooperation on the European level is will provided not only for effective preparation
for cyber attacks, but also for timely responses on it. And the complex state strategy of cyber
security is the first step on this way. Then will be followed the consideration to attract cyber issues
in one foreign policy and cyber security.

In Europe the possibility of cyber war that aimed at the state is recognized but rarely
evaluated. Presently most of the information that is available in open access given to sectoral or
independent associations and groups. In spite of the fact that European law enforcement agencies
collect the data and information on crime and criminal acts but needs more time to make
coordinated efforts to achieved the target level. The EU non-government organizations and state
bodies must implement a cyber security as an integral part of the overall structure of corporate
governance, risk management and ensuring compliance to combat the risks and threats of
cybercrime at an appropriate level.
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IMPACT OF POLITICAL ADVICE ON ECONOMIC AND POLITICAL
RELATIONS

The article highlights the impact of political advice on economic and political relations. The process of advice
giving, the role of adviser or advisory team are revealed as well. It is analyzed the cognitive peculiarities of political
advice (good one) and its importance in the policy making decision.

Key words: political advice, adviser, policy making.

Political advice, as one of the phenomena of political discourse, accumulates experience of
previous generations, determines the policy of the state and of the whole world. The past years have
witnessed a surge in international efforts to end wars, stabilize fragile states, and rebuild war-torn
societies. An unprecedented number of peace operations have been deployed to deal with crises and
violent conflicts. Missions need to address the political dimension of conflicts to avoid being just a
temporary fix and maybe leading to a resumption of violence. That is why the political affairs
function has become central to peace operations and political missions.

Therefore, in the focus of our research is the given modification of advice from cognitive
aspect, which on a modern stage determines the priorities of scientific paradigm. Absence of
analysis of political advice from the perspective of cognitive linguistics predetermines the actuality
of our research. The cognitive analysis of political advice is the purpose of the present paper. The
achievement of purpose is planned due to the highlighting the features of cognitive producing of
advice. We consider that political advice is one of the types of the socially adopted piece of advice
which is approved by society and is based on professional knowledge of the speaker.

According to the inner structure of the speaker [1, p.25] the process of advice producing
requires from the speaker the following types of cognitive information: own experience and internal
cognitive information (persuasion and points of view on an existent problem). The giving of advice,
as well as any process of communication, foresees the presence of two participants of interaction: a
speaker and a listener. So that to political advice, distribution of these roles takes place between an
adviser and a president. Being of great importance, professional knowledge of the speaker allows
him to be the president’s adviser (National Security Advisor, senior Presidential advisor).

Thus, the core task of the political adviser is to give advice. For this advice to be taken on
board, the principal and political adviser must have a relationship based on trust. Without this, the
principal is unlikely to take on board the advice and will look elsewhere for counsel. That is why
principals often bring with them political advisers whom they know and trust when taking up their
posts. Establishing a rapport and functioning relationship takes time and effort. There is no better
way for the political adviser to do this than to give consistently good advice as well as showing
loyalty, integrity, and dedication. Over time, the principal will come to trust the political adviser’s
judgment. Good advice, however, may not always be enough. Personal chemistry can be essential to
effectively carrying out the advising function. Sometimes there is personal chemistry, but at other
times not. It is also difficult — if not impossible — to disregard the role of ego in the provision of
advice. Advice is very much “owned” by the person giving the advice.

The principal’s receptiveness to advice can differ tremendously. Personalities come into the
play as does the principal’s comfort level in dealing with politics. Some are political animals who
hardly need any political advice; others are more focused on operational aspects and less interested
in politics. These are the principals who are usually most in need of political advice. When giving
advice, it is crucial to adapt to the particular style of the principal. Some principals want advice
presented to them that has been agreed and consolidated beforehand by their advisers. Other
principals want to hear different perspectives from their advisers before deciding on a particular
course. Some prefer advice in written form while others are more comfortable with oral advice.
There are advantages and disadvantages to these different approaches, but whatever approach is
adopted, it should fit the principal’s style since it is, after all, the principal who takes the decision.
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Otherwise there is a risk that the policy-making process can become suboptimal or stuck in
deadlock.

“Pitching” the advice in the right way can determine whether your advice is accepted or not.
Some principals want to be presented with a clear and straightforward recommendation. Others are
not as comfortable with such directness and balk if they believe that their adviser is pushing them in
a certain direction. In such cases, it can be most effective to pitch the advice by developing it
organically with the principal. The packaging of your advice can determine whether it will fly or
not. Access to the principal is key to having an influence on the policy-making process since
without access, feeding ideas into policy deliberations can be difficult. That is why gatekeepers who
control access and the flow of information to the principal can be 24 tremendously powerful within
a mission. Holding the key to the principal’s appointments calendar is tantamount to controlling the
principal’s time.

Disagreements between the principal and political adviser — if based on mutual respect — are
a normal part of a healthy policy-making process. They mean that ideas are tested and held up to
scrutiny rather than taken at face value. If there are no disagreements over policy, the political
adviser may be giving advice that anticipates the principal’s views. Such advice, at the end of the
day, adds little value to policy-making. Or the principal takes on board everything the political
adviser offers because the principal does not have a vision of his or her own. In either case, there
could be an unhealthy imbalance in the relationship. The opposite case, where the principal and the
political adviser always disagree, is not satisfactory either. Constant disagreement could mean that
the principal and political adviser do not share a common view of the fundamentals. It can become
extremely difficult to work together effectively in such cases. The ideal situation is when both the
principal and the political adviser feel that they can be open and honest with each other, able to test
ideas, disagree on issues, but ultimately feel mutual trust and respect for each other’s opinions and
judgment.

Political advice can be given by many advisers which ,,form the specific systems of advice”
[3, p.130] and are called ,,advisory teams” or ,,advisory groups”. Status of the adviser in so called
»advisory group” and the peculiarities of the advisers’ collaboration have a profound impact on
foreign policy decisions. The speaker influences not only on the process of the listener’s decision of
his future actions (process decision making), but also on the final choice.

The real political events certify that decision making of the president and the final choice
take an addressee a lot of time (sometimes it lasts a few years). When the members of the advisory
group change, the president can seek advice of the different advisors. According to Steven Red,
Clinton’s decision, as a final choice, — to bomb Kosovo was influenced by three advisers: Secretary
of Defense William Cohen, National Security adviser Sandy Berger and Secretary of State —
Madeleine Albright [3, p.142].

Producing of advice from position of cognitive analysis as an important element includes
internal cognitive information of the speaker/adviser (his outlooks, assumptions, persuasions, points
of view upon certain facts and events). The prejudiced attitude of M. Albright toward Serbs is
certified by one of the American magazines: ,, Her criticisms British and French reluctance to do
anything serious against Serbs in Bosnia from 1992 to 1994 were ferocious.” [4, p.30], and by her
statement: ,, We are not going to stand and watch Serbian authorities do in Kosovo what they can
no longer get away with doing in Bosnia. Time to stop killing is now, before it spreads.” [2, p.31-
32].

Political advisers and political affairs officers who come from the country where the mission
i1s operating can be an invaluable asset. Thanks to their local knowledge and contacts, they can
provide insights and advice in ways that international political advisers seldom can. The ability to
tap into local networks and to understand local developments can be indispensible for the mission’s
political strategy. It can also be extremely helpful to have international political advisers who speak
the local language or languages. Team members, despite having different profiles, should be
likeminded on the basic assumptions and key issues as well as share a common sense of the overall
objective of the mission. Otherwise, there may be too much pull in different directions, which risks
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hampering the operation. This likemindedness should, however, not be so great that it leads to
groupthink. Advisers who work closely together in a tightly knit team can over time come to
reinforce each other’s convictions and beliefs, irrespective of whether they are sound or not. Taking
a self-critical approach, remaining open to external advice, and letting someone play the devil’s
advocate can counteract groupthink tendencies.

Good political judgment is the foundation of good advice. Political judgment is about
understanding what “works” in politics. It has more to do with intuition and common sense than
with knowledge and expertise. For advice to be sound, it has to be based on reliable, up-to-date
information and a solid understanding of the situation at hand. It has to be grounded in accurate
information and sound analysis. And if this is not possible, you should be open about the
uncertainties rather than making assumptions that could be wrong. Advice should also fit into the
parameters of the mission’s mandate, objectives, and means, as well as the larger strategic context.
The advice should be generally consistent with the principal’s overall vision — unless particular
circumstances warrant a major rethink of strategy. Testing ideas and consulting with stakeholders
while developing the advice enables you to refine the advice, gain allies, and build internal support
for the proposal. Good advice needs to be frank. The political adviser must be able to tell the
principal things that he or she does not want to hear. In some circumstances being able to tell the
principal uncomfortable facts or opinions can be essential for the functioning of the mission. A
principal is never well served by yes-men. Advice should ideally propose specific action and
identify who should do what. The sequence of proposed actions is often a key element in presenting
advice; it should be logical and realistic. If the advice sets out different options for action, the
political adviser should indicate which is the best and be ready to argue why. Advice can take many
forms: verbal, policy papers, emails, and text messages.

But in its simplest form, giving good advice requires answering the following questions:
What is the issue requiring action? What do we want to achieve? How do we achieve it? What are
our options? It is always useful to identify the risks involved in pursuing different options. The
principal must be able to weigh these risks against the eventual gains when taking a decision.
Although the political adviser is responsible for the advice internally, it is the principal who will be
taking the decision and, ultimately, be held accountable externally for the consequences. It is crucial
that the principal and the adviser share the same basic understanding of the situation and the
objectives. Advice is often rejected because there is disagreement on the basic assumptions. Good
advice gives a clear sense of what steps should be taken to achieve certain objectives and who
should take those steps.

Thus, on the given stage of research we come to conclusion, that political advice, being one
of the most important means of policy decision making as well in a state and in the whole world,
requires responsibility, objectivity, professional skills from the speakers.

POLICIES STIMULATING MARKET DEVELOPMENT OF E-VEHICLES IN
UKRAINE

The paper focuses on the state-of-the-art of e-vehicles spread in Ukraine, as well as measure to stimulate the
respective market growth. Given the analysis of regulatory policies of other countries, the main policy measures to
stimulate market development are direct subsidies, tax exemptions and benefits from charging cheaper than using fossil
fuel. The latter factor is considered to be the main trigger of e-vehicles market growth.
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The human impact on global climate change is increasing every year, thus many countries
are facing various tasks, aimed to overcome the effects of climate change and its mitigation. They
include a wide range of activities related to the reduction of greenhouse gas emissions and reduced
use of fossil fuels. Using electric vehicles currently is seen as one of the tools, able to reduce
greenhouse gas emissions from the transport sector. To ensure the spread of e-vehicles in many
countries, various regulatory methods are employed, including direct subsidies, fiscal preferences
and indirect measures of regulatory policy.

The world market for e-vehicles is growing rapidly - in 2009 there were 10K vehicles, 45K
in 2011, and already 200K in 2013. In 2013, the global market leaders in the number of e-vehicles
were Norway (6.1% of sales of e-vehicles of the total), the Netherlands (5.6%), the USA (1.3%),
France (0.8%), Japan (0.6%), Sweden (0.5%) and Denmark (0.3%) [1].

In Ukraine, the market of e-vehicles is only at infancy — there are only about 500 electric
cars, but that 430 of them were purchased in 2015. The major model presented in the market is
Nissan leaf, others are Ford Focus electric, Tesla model S. There are only a few charging stations
for them, especially few of them are located in western Ukraine, which is the main reason for such a
small number of electric vehicles. A number of open access charging stations (plugshare.com) [2]
offer free charging and can simultaneously charge two cars with capacity of 22 kWh. New network
of charging stations “Toka” is expected to be launched in 2016, which would include about 50
stations in Kyiv, Odesa, Lviv, becoming the largest charging operator in Ukraine.

Several domestic manufacturers of charging stations are presented in Ukraine (GreenFuel,
E-Line), which produce different power stations - from household-size that could be plugged into
220W socket, up to industrial size which can be installed in the parking lots, restaurants and
more. Due to the lack of internal demand, our producers are installing the appropriate equipment in
the EU countries, which is 6 times cheaper than similar foreign developments.

E-vehicles are used in taxi service in the city of Kharkiv, positioning itself as an
"environmentally friendly taxi service", where the base vehicle is the Nissan Leaf. In Kharkiv, a
dedicated showroom for the sale of electric cars is about to be open soon. In the city of Lutsk, there
are few regular buses are refurbished from diesel to electric. Developers say that conversion of a
bus is twice cheaper than buying a brand-new trolleybus. In Kyiv, City Council purchased two e-
vehicles in 2015, and in 2016 their number should increase to 5, which is a good example of the
public procurement system.

E-vehicles are more environmentally friendly, which is especially important in the context of
a global trend to reduce greenhouse gas emissions by transport. The e-vehicles are quieter than
those with internal combustion engines; they enable Ukraine to join the relatively new technology.

Developed countries and China have elaborated an extensive set of tools of state support of
e-vehicles market development that include direct financial support (discounts) for those who buy
such vehicles. Direct financial support is important, however, there is no direct link between
subsidies and increasing market of e-vehicles in different countries, so growth of the market is
impacted by other important factors. Factors affecting market development of e-vehicles include
price and technical properties of the vehicle (energy consumption, CO2 emissions requirements
conformity); availability of charging stations and home-size charging devices; time and other
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properties of charging; availability of repair and related services; specific preferences (parking
discounts; reduced fee to use toll highways) [1].
There are several types of state support to develop the market of e-vehicles:

. Direct subsidies, such as single discount available at the time of vehicle purchase;
. Fiscal preferences, including decrease taxes at purchase or using e-vehicles;
. Savings due to cheap "fuel", i.e. advantages for owner charging the car compared to

those who "Refuel" the car.

Direct subsidies are available in France, UK, the USA, Sweden and in other countries. In
France, in accordance with the local law, vehicles emitting less than 20 g / km of CO2, receive a
one-time rebate in the amount of 7K euros (the discount may not exceed 30% of the value of the car
including all taxes). For vehicles that emit 21 - 50 g / km of CO2, the rebate is 5K euros. In the UK,
since 2011 with the purchase of a car that has less emission than 75 g/ km of CO2, there is a single
discount up to 25% of the new car (up to 5K pounds). In Sweden, when buying a car that emits less
than 50 g / km of CO2, one-time rebate is 4.5K euros. The program operated from 2012 to 2014 and
was extended to the first 5 thousand purchased cars. In Japan, such a program operates from 2009,
when the difference in price between the new e-vehicle and gasoline car is paid. The discount
ranges from 3.4K euro to 6.3K euro. In China, the program operates since 2010, and the discount
ranges from 4.2K euro to 7.2K euro [1].

Fiscal preferences usually include exemption from VAT, Registration tax, Annual
circulation tax, Company car tax. VAT size differs between countries (from 5% in Japan to 25% in
Sweden, Norway, and Denmark). Norway is the only country where there is VAT exemption, and it
reaches about 4.5K euro. Registration taxes in many countries depend on the manufacturer
announced CO2 emissions level (the lower CO2 emissions, the lower the tax), safety equipment on
board. For example, in Denmark this tax exemption can be up to 14K euro. In Germany, exemption
from Registration tax is valid for 10 years from the date of first vehicle registration, but these taxes
are relatively small - 20-170 EUR. In general, the higher the level of the subsidy, the higher the e-
vehicles market growth rate. A successful fiscal policy is an effective tool to reduce the initial cost
of a brand new e-vehicle.

There are no direct subsidies when purchasing an e-vehicle in Ukraine, which is
understandable given the difficult economic situation of the state and the presence of military
operations in the country. To understand what measures of regulatory policy on market
development of e-vehicles are needed in Ukraine, let us consider whether e-vehicles are feasible in
Ukraine. In other words, let us focus on the issue whether there is a saving because of cheap “fuel”
in Ukraine. The following data and assumptions were used for analysis:

. A battery electric vehicle (not the plug- in hybrid) was reviewed;

. Vehicle: Nissan Leaf, which was in use and sold in Ukraine (at USD). The life cycle

of battery -5 years, its replacement costs USD 5,5K. Annual average mileage is 20

thousand km. Power Consumption is 21 kWh/100 km. Charging device of

domestic production costs USD1K.

. The owner set a double rate meter (costing USD 140), and charges the car at night

(from 23.00 to 7.00), or free on available public charging station.

. A period from 01.03.2016 to 08.31.2016 was reviewed, when the cost

of electricity for households is expected to grow, costing 0.06USD/ kWh (incl. VAT), and

twice less in the night time [3].

So, electricity for one year of charging costs USD131.

Depreciation without the cost of a new battery is 0.012 USD/ km. The cost of a new battery
is 0.0528 USD / km, thus the entire depreciation is 0.0648 USD / km.

The cost of electricity for 1 km is 0.032 USD / km, so the total cost of 1 km of travel reaches
0.068 USD / km, which is even cheaper than driving popular in Ukraine Daewoo Lanos, fueled by
liquefied petroleum gas.

From this simple calculation, we can conclude that electric cars are feasible in Ukraine. The
lion's share of amortization is new battery, so one could argue that electric vehicles are particularly
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attractive for use on long distance. Therefore, public policy should focus on creating an extensive
network of charging stations, as well as on ensuring the formation of electric power lines supporting
simultaneous charging of a large number of vehicles. This will create a burden on the power grid
during the cheaper electricity and will change the load curve, coinciding with the global trend of
smoothing and add load due to increased demand for electricity during the night (night work of
household appliances, electric vehicles, etc.).

Fiscal benefits for market development of electric cars in Ukraine are as follows:

. Abolished import duty on e-vehicles since late 2015 (which was 8% earlier) [4];

. Canceled additional import tax of 5%;

. Since 2016, fossil-fuel cars manufactured 6 years ago are prohibited for imports in
Ukraine (under Environment Standard Euro -5) and since 2018 those manufactured in 2015
[5].

Other measures to stimulate market e-vehicles in Ukraine could include:
- Exemption of transactions on purchase of e-vehicles from VAT;
- Promote creation of charging stations network in other cities;
- Purchase of e-vehicles in the system of public procurement;
- Availability of loan programs that would provide an initial installment to purchase electric
equipment for e-vehicles (through cooperation of state banks with auto dealers, etc.).

In 2016, the e-vehicles market in Ukraine is expected to grow due to the elimination of
import duty, prohibition to import old cars, increasing fuel prices with a simultaneous devaluation
of the national currency. Given that used e-vehicles are feasible in Ukraine, and also because of the
natural rationality of Ukrainians, one can expect rapid e-vehicles market development without any
additional regulatory policy.

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TAX RELIEF FOR AGRICULTURAL PRODUCERS IN THE CONTEXT OF
CORPORATIONS TAX LEVY IN THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA

This article considers the legal regime of the assignment of corporation tax to the benefit of agricultural
producers for the purposes of making investments in agriculture, as a form of tax relief classified as state aid. It pays
particular attention to the conditions to be fulfilled by agricultural producers in order to be able to benefit from the
assignment right. The legal requirements for the investment of the assigned part of the corporation tax and the
possibilities for cumulating the use of this tax relief with one of the other tax relief measures regulated by the LCTL are
also considered herein.

Key words: tax relief, corporation tax, agricultural producers, assignment of corporation tax, state aid,
investment in agriculture

One of the main elements of the legal regime of corporation tax levy is the regulation of tax
relief (preferences) to the benefit of the taxable legal persons. The presence or the absence of tax
relief, as well as the preconditions therefor, impact directly on the estimation of the real tax wedge
levied on and carried by the passive tax subjects in the context of the levy of these taxes. Legal
authors are not unanimous as to the terms used to refer to this phenomenon [1, p.106-107], [2,
p.103-105] and [3, p.207]. The present article will employ the term “tax relief” as generic term of
reference for all circumstances where the tax obligation is reduced, including the full exemption
therefrom.

The legal framework in force in the Republic of Bulgaria in respect of the corporation tax
levy provides for several tax relief for tax subjects taxed therewith and which can be split into the
following groups:

> general tax relief in the context of the corporation tax levy (carrying over of tax
losses, donation for the benefit of the persons listed exhaustively in Art.31 of the Law of
Corporation Tax Levy (LCTL) [4], assignment and reduction of corporation tax and corporation tax
exemption);

> specific tax relief in the context of corporation tax levy and which are a de minimis
aid or state aid (de minimis aid or regional aid, state aid for agricultural owners, tax incentives for
the hiring of unemployed persons or disabled persons, tax incentives for the grant of scholarships,
health insurance funds) and

> tax relief in respect of the levy of expenses tax (expenses for food vouchers, expenses
for payments and premiums for additional social security and life insurance and travel expenses for
the workers, employees and the persons employed under a management and supervision contracts,
from their home to their workplace and back).

The aim of this article is to consider the legal regime of the tax relief which is a state aid for
the agricultural owners.

The Bulgarian legal framework of this tax relief is principally contained in the LCTL. The
relief itself is by its nature an assignment of a part of the corporation tax due. The LCTL gives a
legal definition of the term “assignment of corporation tax” — “this is the right of the taxable person
to not pay into the state budget the sums provided by this law to be paid in as corporation tax, and
which remain in the taxable person’s patrimony and are used for the purposes provided by this
law” (Art.166 LCTL).

The tax relief represented by the assignment of corporation tax to the benefit of registered
agricultural owners for the purposes of making investments in agriculture exists in the Bulgarian
legislation since the beginning of 2015, noting that in 2015 certain substantial amendments were
made to its legal regime [5]. The main change consists of amending the legal basis for the tax relief
“Aid for investments in agricultural exploitations through the assignment of corporation tax” under
Art.189b LCTL. The latter is regulated by the provisions of the Commission Regulation (EU) No.
702/2014 of 25 June 2014 declaring certain categories of aid in the agricultural and forestry sectors
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and in rural areas compatible with the internal market in application of Articles 107 and 108 of the
Treaty for the Functioning of the European Union (EU) (TFEU) and repealing Commission
Regulation (EC) No. 1857/2006, as well as the European Commission’s Guidelines on state aid in
the agriculture and forestry sectors and in rural regions for the period 2014-2020.

Therefore the tax relief is regulated as a legal option which may be applied after the delivery
of a receipt with the final identification number of the aid from the European Commission. Bulgaria
received such receipt from the European Commission for the program period (2014-2020) at the
end of March 2015. The tax relief under Art.189b LCTL is a following fiscal successor scheme
within the meaning of the Regulation (EU) No. 702/2014, since the activities concerned are already
captured under the previous scheme as a tax relief. Therefore the investment of the assignment
corporation tax in identical assets is allowed to have begun even before the arrival of the receipt
from the European Commission containing the identification number of the aid, but after 31
December 2013.

The group of taxable persons (legal persons — commercial companies and cooperatives, and
unipersonal traders), registered as agricultural owners which may use this tax relief is limited
through the provisions of Articles 167, 182 and 189b(4) LCTL and Regulation (EU) No. 702/2014.
In order to benefit from the relief, the following conditions must be fulfilled:

o the taxable persons must be registered as per Decree No.3 of 1999 for the creation
and maintenance of a register of the agricultural owners [6] as such;
o they must be micro, small or medium-sized enterprises (SME) determined in Art.2 of

Annex I to the Regulation (EU) No. 702/2014 in respect of the number of personnel and financial
limits [7];

o as of 31 December of the relevant year, the taxable person must not have any public
obligations and obligations for the payment of sanctions and which are subject to enforcement,
under criminal provisions which have entered into force, in relation to the violation of regulatory
acts in respect of public obligations, as well as interest in the context of the delayed execution of
such obligations;

. the tax relief regulated by Art.189b LCTL cannot be invoked by taxable persons
registered as agricultural owners and who fall under the definition of “undertaking in
difficulty” within the meaning of Art.1(30) of the Additional Provisions of LCTL [8]. Such
undertaking is considered present if at least one of the following circumstances has occurred in
relation thereto:

- the undertaking is subject to collective insolvency proceedings or has met the criteria of its
national law for the opening against it of collective insolvency proceedings at the request of its
creditors;

- the undertaking has received a rescue aid and has not yet repaid the loan or has not
terminated the guarantee, or has received restructuring aid and remain subject to a restructuring
plan;

- the undertaking is not an SME and during the last two years its debt/equity ratio was higher
than 7.5 and its interest rate coverage calculated on the basis of EBITDA was under 1.0.

o the tax is not assigned where the agricultural owner has already received other
aid within the meaning of Art.87(1) of the EC Treaty, as well as a de minimis aid within the
meaning of the Commission Regulation (EC) No. 1535/2007 of 20 December 2007 on the
application of Articles 87 and 88 of the EC Treaty to de minimis aid in the sector of agricultural
production for new buildings and new agricultural equipment.

The taxable persons registered as agricultural owners and who fulfil the abovementioned
conditions have the right to the assignment of the corporation tax due for up to 60% of their taxable
profit from their activities of production of unprocessed plant and animal produce [9]. The
maximum amount of the aid is up to 50% of the amount of the permitted expenses, with the
corporation tax thus assigned must not be higher than 50% of the current value of the acquired
assets. This value is determined as at the date of the granting o the aid, with the interest rate used for
the determination of the current value of these assets is the reference interest rate set by the
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European Commission as at 31 December of the year of the assignment. The current value of all
assets acquired through the use of the assigned corporation tax, determined as at the date of the
granting of the aid, must not exceed the equivalent in Bulgarian leva of EUR 500,000. This
limitation cannot be circumvented through an artificial separation of the assets thus acquired.

The tax relief in the form of assignment of the corporation tax under Art.189b LCTL has a
specific aim. Benefiting from it is not unconditional, but on the contrary requires the fulfilment of
certain prerequisites. The law provides for very strict requirements and conditions for the
investment of the assigned part of the corporation tax. Where these conditions are not met, the
taxable person has the obligation to return the assigned tax. These conditions are the following:

- the assigned tax must be invested in new buildings and new agricultural equipment
necessary for carrying out activities of production of unprocessed plant and animal produce and
within the period until the end of the year following the year in which the assignment is granted
[10]. It must be the case, however, that the new buildings and the new agricultural equipment are
acquired during this period. This addition is related to the possibility to invest the assigned tax in
new buildings and new agricultural equipment through the use of financial leasing (that is, the sale
of movable assets over time when the vendor retains the ownership of the asset sold until they have
received the final payment). In these cases, it is not sufficient that the taxable person has entered
into a financial leasing agreement, notwithstanding that, according to the accounting legislation the
conditions for admitting the object of the leasing as a depreciative asset, are present. It is required
that the ownership of the admitted assets has been acquired by the taxable person within the two-
year period. However, the LCTL does not contain a legal definition of the term “acquired”, which
must therefore be analysed within the meaning thereof used in other laws — the Property Law and
the Law on Obligations and Contracts. According to these laws, ownership is considered acquired
as from the moment when it passes into the patrimony of the purchaser. Under a financial leasing
agreement, however, the lessor undertakes to acquire an asset from a third party on conditions set
for that purpose by the lessee, and to give possession of this asset for remuneration, with the lessee
having the right to acquire the asset during the subsistence of the agreement and after the
expiration of its term. Even so, this acquisition does not happen through the leasing agreement
itself, but on the basis of an additional purchase agreement.

In light of the considerations outlined above, in order to admit the investment of the
assigned corporation tax in new buildings and new agricultural equipment through the use of
financial leasing or a purchase-leasing agreement, for the purposes of Art.189b LCTL, the legal
transfer of ownership to the taxable person — agricultural owner must have occurred by the end of
the year which follows the year for which the assignment is granted.

It is not accepted to have the assigned tax invested in buildings and agricultural equipment
which replace existing ones. In respect of investments which require an evaluation of the impact on
the environment in accordance with Directive 2011/92/EU, such evaluation must be made, and the
permit for the putting in place of the relevant investment project must have been issued, before the
date of assignment of the corporation tax;

- the assets must be acquired at market conditions, corresponding to those as between
unconnected persons;

- the activities must continue to be carried out for a period of at least three years after the
year of the assignment, and this circumstance must be declared each year until the end of the three-
year period together with the yearly tax declarations;

- the assigned tax must not exceed 50% of the value of the assets.

The assigned corporation tax cannot be used for covering the following expenses:
purchase of production rights, payment rights and rights for planting one-year plants; purchase of
animals; investments for compliance with the current standard of the EU; share capital; assets which
replace existing ones within the meaning of Art.189b(2)(7) LCTL; in connection with leasing
agreements; for refinancing of interest payments; for insurance; for drainage systems; for payment
of value added tax, other than in the cases where it is not subject to reimbursement in accordance
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with the legislation in force, as well as for assets which do not comply with the EU legislation and
our national legislation for protection of the environment.

The taxable persons registered as agricultural owners can choose whether to benefit from the
tax relief. They can exercise this option when completing their yearly tax declarations under Art.92
LCTL for the relevant year or at a later date. In accordance with the provisions of Art.91 LCTL the
taxable persons to whom the corporation tax for the current year is assigned have also assigned to
them the respective portion of the advance payments due, proportionate to the amount of tax
assigned.

The assigned advance payments form a part of the final corporation tax for the same year
which is subject to the assignment. The taxable persons hence receive tangible monetary recourses
for investment in assets already in the year for which they would be liable for the assigned
corporation tax, without the latter being retained in the budget until the date of the submission of the
tax declaration during the first trimester of the following year.

The tax relief here considered cannot be cumulated by the taxable persons — agricultural
owners with any other relief which constitute de minimis or regional state aid. Only one tax relief
can be used during the same fiscal year (Art.190(1) LCTL).

The assignment of the corporation tax as a state aid granted in compliance with EU law is
permitted if the taxable person — agricultural owner has not received (benefited from) any of the
following aids for the same assets:

- aid within the meaning of Art.107(1) TFEU;

- de minimis aid within the meaning of the Commission Regulation (EU) No. 1408/2013 of
18 December 2013 on the application of Articles 107 and 108 TFEU to de minimis aid in the
agricultural sector;

- financial aid under the Program for the Development of Rural Areas which provides that
such financial aid will be full separate from any other aid schemes and aid measures through a
control system aiming to avoid double financing;

- any other public financial aid from the state budget and/or the EU budget (Art.189b(2)(9)
LCTL).

In order to ensure compliance with the requirement of Regulation (EU) No. 704/2014 for
consistency of the state aid taking the form of assignment of corporation tax for agricultural owners
with the rural areas' development policy, such state aid must correspond to the aims and criteria of
the Program for the Development of Rural Areas in Bulgaria 2014-2020 (PDRA). One of the main
strategic aims of this program is the improvement of the overall activity and the competitiveness of
the agricultural sector through investments whose purpose is the modernisation of the production
conditions and the introduction of new processes and technologies for the production of quality
agricultural produce.

The assignment of corporation tax is not permitted if the agricultural owner who is the
recipient thereof is also subject to an order for the reimbursement of moneys resulting from a
previous decision of the European Commission declaring the aid granted unlawful and incompatible
with the internal market, and which order has not been executed.

The tax relief here considered cannot be granted in violation of any prohibitions or
restrictions provided by Regulation (EU) No. 1408/2013, even where these prohibitions and
restrictions relate only to the aid granted by the EU, as provided for in the said Regulation.

The exercise of the subjective right to assignment of the corporation tax is subject to a series
of terminating conditions, meaning that this is a conditional subjective right [11]. Upon the
occurrence of one of these terminating conditions (in particular, those relating to any subsequent
use/spending of the assigned corporation tax), the subjective right of assignment is terminated and
the corporation tax remains due in accordance with the general legal rules, for the year for which it
has arisen. The occurrence of this legal consequence may be prevented in case of the transformation
of the taxable persons who are agricultural owners — and which are commercial companies or
cooperative organisations, if the surviving or the newly-incorporated companies retake the
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obligations of the transformed companies, in respect of the conditions and the order of use for this
tax relief, thus eliminating the terminating conditions' effect.

Other than due to terminating conditions, the subjective right to assignment of the
corporation tax is terminated upon the transformation of commercial companies or the restructuring
of cooperative organisations - which are taxable persons who are agricultural owners. By exception,
in case of a transformation via a change in the corporate form in accordance with Art.264 of the
Commercial Law (CL) [12] or a transfer of a commercial undertaking under Art.15 CL, the
subjective right to assignment of the corporation tax is not terminated, but is instead transferred to
the patrimony of the successor taxable person.

Based on the above-outlined considerations, it can be concluded that one of types of the tax
relief regulated by Bulgarian tax law takes the form of the assignment of corporation tax to the
benefit of registered agricultural owners for the purposes of making agricultural investments. This
form of tax relief is characterised as state aid and cannot be cumulated, for the same fiscal period,
with other de minimis or regional state aids. The taxable persons who are registered agricultural
producers can cumulate this relief with any of the other types of tax relief regulated by the LCTL.
The assignment of corporation tax to the benefit of registered agricultural producers is tax relief
with a specific aim and can be used by agricultural producers registered in Bulgaria — and which are
commercial companies and cooperatives and unipersonal traders until the end of 2020.

The article describes specificity of international cooperation of the agencies of preliminary investigation of
Russian Ministry of Internal Affairs. It provides the analysis of the different aspects of organization of international
cooperation.

Firstly I'd like to mention that immediately after the Second World War in the Soviet Union
and until the 1990s, it was established as a rule that any international contacts including in the legal
field should be carried out only through the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the USSR. And only in
the post-Soviet era the situation has changed drastically.

Currently, international cooperation is organized in different ways depending on the scope
and specificity of the governmental structure. All international requests for procedural actions in
criminal cases under examination of investigators of the ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia are
sent through the Ministry in the following order: the investigator in charge of the criminal
proceedings (preparation of an international commission with the application) - the Head of the
territorial investigative body (examination, signature and official stamp print) - a special unit of the
regional Main Investigation Department of MolA of Russia in the area of operation - the
Investigation Department of the ministry of Internal Affairs in Moscow.

The probative value of the materials and information received on the territory of a foreign
state in the framework of the international commition, that is certified and transmitted in the
established order, have the same legal effect as those obtained in Russia.

The legal framework for international cooperation between Russia’s law enforcement
agencies in criminal cases with competent authorities of foreign countries includes several
elements.

The first element consists of national law and court practice: the Constitution of the Russian
Federation, Code of Criminal Procedure, Statement of the Plenum of the Russian Armed Forces
from 14.06.12 Ne 11 "On the practice of court's consideration of issues connected with the
extradition of persons for criminal prosecution or execution of sentence, and the transfer of persons
to serve their sentences», etc.

The second element is represented by the international conventions: the European
Convention on Mutual Assistance in Criminal cases (Strasbourg, 20 April 1959), the European
Convention on Extradition (Paris, December 13, 1957), Minsk Convention on Legal Aid and Legal
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Relations in Civil, Family and Criminal Cases (Minsk, 22 January 1993), the UN Convention
against Transnational Organized Crime (2000), the International Convention on the Prevention and
Punishment of Crimes against Internationally Protected Persons, including Diplomatic agents
(1973) United Nations Convention against Illicit Traffic in Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic
Substances (1988), Council of Europe Convention on laundering, search, seizure and confiscation
of the proceeds from crime (1990), etc.

The third element includes bilateral international treaties on legal assistance.

The fourth element contains interdepartmental agreements through the Russian Interior
Ministry, for example, the agreement on cooperation among the ministries of internal affairs of CIS
member-states in the fight against crime.

The main reasons that justify the need for international cooperation are these:

1) Trans-national nature of the crimes, international criminal schemes.

2) The fact that criminals escape abroad in an attempt to avoid punishment.

3) Lack of information for domestic law enforcement agencies, the need to timely obtain
reference and criminalistical information about participants of the process that live or lived
previously on the territory of another state.

4) The fact that individual participants in criminal proceedings (the suspect, accused, victim,
witness, etc.) are citizens or permanent residents of another state.

5) The fact that evidence can be found in a foreign state.

6) The need for investigative activities abroad.

7) Examination of the evidence and different versions.

The main areas of cooperation are the following:

1) Commission to conduct investigation on the territory of another state.

2) The international search for persons.

3) The fight against transnational crime.

4) Extradition of a person for criminal prosecution or execution of sentence.

Now I'd like to describe the order of interaction, channels of transfer of international
investigative commissions. It includes the following steps:

1) Preparation of a request for legal assistance by the investigator in compliance with all
requirements for the form and the content. The request is signed by the head of the investigating
body, and sealed with the official stamp.

2) Examination of the availability of all necessary documents and copies of documents in
the attachment.

3) Translation of the text in the official language of a foreign country of destination or
another language specified in a bilateral agreement.

4) Sending of the package of documents to the Central Investigation Department of the
Russian Interior Ministry, where a competent agency checks it for compliance with all the
requirements.

5) Documents of Central Investigation Department MIA of Russia are sent to the
Investigation Department of the Russian Interior Ministry. All international requests are sent
through the central authority of the interacting states.

6) By mutual agreement, the Law-enforcement agencies' officers may be sent on trips
abroad.

A request can be denied if:

1) It does not comply with the requirements for registration, or the content of the request.

2) Task is not specified enough.

3) Translation is very poor in quality.

4) If in the result of the execution the laws, the interests of the security and sovereignty of a
foreign state are violated.

5) If there is a non-compliance with the principles of affordability, feasibility and the
necessity of participation.

6) If the requested measures are in inconsistence with provided materials.
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7) There are some other reasons too.

There are several main problems with international cooperation:

1) Firstly, there can be a violation of the terms of the execution of requests.

2) Secondly, long chain of coordination and procedures of interaction is very grave problem
too.

3) Besides, sometimes a decision to refuse to provide legal assistance has not a list of
grounds and restrictions and often is based on subjective assessment of the state-recipient of the
request.

If the interaction is carried out on the basis of reciprocity, then requests for legal assistance
by the central authorities of the Russian MolA are transferred through diplomatic agencies of
Russia.

If the principle of reciprocity is not observed, it implies a denial of legal assistance.

Examples of international organizations that are used during cooperation include Interpol,
Europol, Eurojust, CIS, Council of Europe, the Council of Baltic Sea States, the UN and others.

International organizations such as Interpol and Europol, and individual competent and law
enforcement agencies, including financial intelligence agencies, can also provide cooperation and in
other ways, primarily through the use of forensic registration opportunities, technology and
expertise. Law enforcement and the competent authorities enhance the interaction using the
instruments of financial intelligence and operational-search services.

Also I'd like to say about international investigative team. One has to mention Eurojust - the
international organization of law enforcement agencies of the Member States of the EU.

The main tasks of Eurojust include the establishment and maintenance of activity of IIT,
coordination of investigations undertaken by members States of the EU.

The purpose of Eurojust is not simply to create IIT, but also to independently investigate and
prosecute in the European Union, the resolve disputes about the competence of the preliminary
investigation between the EU Member States, coordinate all international crimes investigations
carried out in cooperation with foreign law enforcement agencies.

If the activity of Europol is aimed at organization and development of the exchange of
important information in cooperation with the competent authorities, then Eurojust is designed to
transmit requests for legal assistance, coordinate investigative agencies, ensure exchange of
information of the competent authorities, coordinate their actions in carrying out investigations on
their own territory, for example, in relation to the same organized criminal group [1, p. 26].

In some countries, the procedure of investigation, its types significantly differ. That's why
the request must include those requirements which are essential to documentary registration of a
specific investigative action (date, time, signature, the presence of witnesses, the fixation of
evidence, etc).

For example, in the United States such investigative action as the questioning of the witness
is not provided for. Usually only a primary examination of witnesses takes place, and it as a rule,
does not apply to evidence in court.

On a documents of questioning are usually no date, no signature, it is simply a kind of report
on the results of a questioning of a particular person which is not used as evidence.

Thus, it is important to point to the procedural specificity of certain investigative actions and
operational-search measures, and indicate why compliance with them is desirable.

As a general rule, while the commition for legal aid is executed, the law of state-recipient of
the commition is applied.

However, at the request of the institution from which the commition comes, the procedural
rules of the requesting party can be applied, if they do not conflict with domestic law.

The commition is enclosed with duly certified and authorized, where necessary, in the
prescribed manner instruction about the investigative actions and operational-search measures
(inspection, search, seizure of property etc.).

The resolutions on the implementation in the territory of other state coercive measures -
search, seizure, seizure, etc are sent in originals.
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All other materials are presented in copies, and each page is certified by the inscription
"true copy", has official stamp of the institution initiating the request, and is signed by the
investigator with mentioning of his or her full name, position.

Sometimes, due to lack of awareness, or of legal knowledge, language skills, investigators
do not use the potential of international cooperation, sometimes even deliberately, because they
want to save time and do not believe in its positive effect.

In any case it is bad practice, and must be stopped.

Finally, investigators who prepare and organize and participate in international cooperation
have to possess several features.

1) Analytical mind is needed to test all versions, search for possible evidence.

2) Punctuality is required to comply with all the deadlines.

3) Investigator must be resolute and be ready to take the necessary action in the investigation
of the criminal case.

4) Also he or she has to nave Good Organization skills, in order to effectively plan their
work.

5) Investigators must be responsible because they will be held responsible for each action, so
negligence, abuse of power, failure to act when needed are unacceptable qualities.

6) Independent mind is important, routine approach is not suitable for such work.

7) High level of knowledge of English language is required. Now it is the universal language
of international communication, and fluency in it especially important during videoconferencing.

8) Organizational skills are necessary too, because sometimes investigators have to
coordinate the work of other officers in the course of the preliminary investigation.

It is obvious that developing a professional and personal potential of investigators can
improve the performance of the international cooperation of agencies of preliminary investigation .
In addition , it is necessary to transform and simplify information exchange between agencies and
reduce red tape.

In the article examined to the feature of organizational and legal principles of fight against cybercrime. It is

determined that the special attention is required by coordination of different initiatives from creation of projects of
normatively-legal acts between state structures.

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LEISURE AND ITS IMPACT ON TOURISM

Leisure as a concept is directly associated with recreation and relaxation. While, regarding that connection,
there are differences that can be observed. Based on studies of free time can be assumed that today the workforce is
enjoying increased leisure time and more holidays. This fact in turn determines the increasing opportunities for leisure
by practicing various forms of tourism. At the same time, the main reasons and the way of entertainment, full use of
recreation and culture are characterized by a specificity of the different nationalities and psycho-physiological types.
The study is using the expert method, the sociological method and the method of observation for the analysis of
concepts for leisure, free time and tourism. The object of this study is Bulgarian people and the cultural differences in
leisure time and tourism consumption in Bulgaria. The values are derived on the basis of expert researches and public
sociological issues. In conclusion, it is lined up that Bulgarians are exclusively home society - television viewing
combined with domestic work, are the two most widespread activities in the free hours and weekends, followed by walks
and meetings with friends. Bulgarians have confidence that nothing prevents them from spending as they see fit their
leisure time.

Introduction

Leisure as a concept is directly associated with recreation and relaxation. While, regarding
that connection, there are differences that can be observed. Relaxation is seen as a form of
pleasantly pass time, which is not the purpose of obtaining financial advantage, but relaxation and
rejuvenation of the body through various elective activities, therapies and procedures. And if free
time is being considered as a form of recreation and entertainment, the relaxation focus on recovery
from daily stress and fatigue in the workplace and at home (Kadieva, 1994). From this point of view
leisure focus is on so-called psycho-physical relaxation, which could be achieved through a specific
physical activity whose goal is to restore mental strength and capacity of person, his physical and
mental capabilities, direct labor expended in production process or in the mental and intellectual
activity.

The main reasons and the way of entertainment, the full use of leisure and recreation are
characterized by a specificity of the different nationalities and psycho-physiological types. People
organize their free time in direct connection with their long-term goals. For example, there is a large
interest in the visits of evening courses, not only because of an interest in a specific topic, but for
the opportunities that are revealed in relation to career development and realization of some
personal or career objectives. Prevalent part of the educational and administrative institutions also
organize a significant part of the leisure time of people involved in them, through their inclusion in
different groups, respectively, segmented according to the nature of their interests and hobbies, as
well as incorporating them in various games and competitions.

Leisure and Tourism — in search of a liaison

Leisure and its' full recovery predetermines the development of tourism in a region or a
country. When tourism is seen as a part of human activity performed during leisure time is seen as
the antithesis of work, it becomes a major aspect of the complex process of restoring the living
potential of a person, of its general and specific capacity for the implementation of professional
responsibilities. And if today's tourism industry rapidly achieves high standards of transportation,
accommodation and nourishment, the actuality of current issue remains constant regarding the
organization of leisure as a part of tourism product. It is directly related to additional travel services
to which managers in tourism spend enormous time and importance. It is through them to create
conditions for emotional, helpful, interesting and fun use of time for tourists during travel,
accommodation or meals.

There is a number of classic researches on the allocation of time, like those of Ghez and
Becker (1975), Juster and Stafford (1985), Robinson and Godbey (1999), and Aguiar and Hurs
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(2006). As it is pointed in the work of the last two authors leisure is a contradictive problematic.
One the definition of “leisure” is as a characterization of technology, that is, how substitutable are
time and goods in the production of the ultimate consumption commodity. At the other extreme,
they define leisure as activities for which the time input is essential in the sense that the activity
itself provides utility (although the time may be paired with complementary market goods).
Examples include watching television or playing golf (Aguiar and Hurs, 2006:19).

Methodological framework

Based on studies of free time, it can be assumed that the workforce is enjoying increased
leisure time and more holidays. This fact determines the increasing opportunities for leisure by
practicing various forms of tourism. One of the main implications for tourism development arising
directly from the specifics and peculiarities of leisure is related to its increase in duration. As a
result, it is observed a tendency to fragmentation of time for holydays. When annual leave periods
are longer, tourists abandon the attitude of one month's rest and divided that free time into several
shorter periods. Their continuity vary between one to three weeks trough the year, depending of the
personal interest or family needs.

One of the main hypotheses about the choice of travel, with sufficient free time, is the need
to overcome the negative aspects of everyday life. The main reasons for choosing the vacation
formula is based primarily on the opportunities it provides for an active holiday. Some of them are
related to the use of a large proportion of free time to practice different sports in the natural
environmental conditions. Secondary reasons may be the need to enhance physical health through
physical activity, learning a new sport, participation in sports schools, schools of ski, yachting,
diving and etc.

The consumption of leisure and peculiarities that occur in connection with it are directly
determined from the fact that the "hunger" for the realization of the essential motivating forces
conduct a search of conditions for the expression of certain capabilities (as discussed in Maslow,
2001). Usually this kind of needs are met through the consumption of a tourism product. And the
more prolonged and repeated (in smaller spaces) is consumption, the greater becomes the need of
customers. For example, the creation of certain objects of art or souvenirs is a leading goal of
creative hobby trips where there is free time. Some people devote their free time to participate in
various workshops, festivals, "Academy of Arts”, in "schools" of folk dances and handicrafts, etc.
(Stankova, 2003). Others prefer to devote their free time on their hobby interests.

Discussion

In connection to that, it is interesting to discuss the expectation of Bulgarians about their
free or leisure time. Weakness in this regard is the lack of current data. The main data found in this
connection are from the period 2008-2011. More recent studies have not be detected.

In 2008 BBSS Gallup International conducted a special survey, made on order of the
Bulgarian newspaper “Kapital” and one of the questions was searching how Bulgarians take
advantage of their leisure time (Georgieva, 2008). Data analysis shows (Table Ne 1-3), that
Bulgarians have no habits and culture of leisure and are closed and conservative in comparison with
other European nations.

Almost 80% of the incomes of the Bulgarians from the middle class are going to purchase
essential goods, while Bulgaria is a kind of "leader" in this indicator among the countries in the
region. These findings are evident from a study of the banking sector of Central and Eastern Europe
(CEE) in 2008. Experts noted that inflation is becoming a serious threat to countries in CEE.
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Despite progress on convergence of real incomes of households in CEE and Western countries, still
over 60% of monthly disposable incomes in CEE are spent on basic necessities. This is in Latvia,
Slovakia and Croatia for example, while in western countries this proportion is usually below 50%.

Bulgarians are very traditional regarding to leisure. 60% live by the maxim "My home is my
castle" and prefer to stay home free of obligations. But, staying at home in their free time, however,
is not just a matter of choice. In some of the cases it is economically determined — the retirees and
people with the lowest personal income (72%) mostly are stain at home. Most free time spend away
from home people between 18 and 25 years (65%). People with social status above the average
balance their free time equally at home and abroad.

However, the emphasis is not on the point where people spend their leisure time, but how.
Bulgarians are exclusively home society - television viewing combined with domestic work, are the
two most widespread activities in the free hours and weekends; followed by walks and meetings
with friends. The answers show an absence of habits and culture of free time than money. The two
predominant population activities - watching television and housework - would lose their leading
position, if they are correlated in details to the forming middle class. In this social group housework
(14% compared with 22% population) has already shifted from walking and travel (16%). Going for
a walk is really indicative of that culture of leisure of the Bulgarians is a matter of mentality, not
money. However, walks are free pleasure, but only 7% of people with the lowest personal income
mention it as something they do on the weekends. In fact, most (12%) walk people with the highest
income and young, not the poorest. Although, it was the first society to "blame" getting stuck in
front of the TV, computer, etc.
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Sedentary lifestyle and obesity are the major problem of modern humans. If abroad is a
common sight to see running for health in parks and streets in Bulgaria sport practice extremely
small proportion of the population, mostly people with high social status. Only 1 percent said sport
as their most common leisure activity.

Conclusions

It could be concluded that for some leisure activities such as walking, sports and reading
books (only 2% of the population) Bulgarians simply do not have habits and desire, or both. For
some initiatives actually is required large financial resources (such as travel outside the city or
shopping in major malls). In most cases, even those having a decent income for Bulgarian standards
still prefer the ideal combination of "lack of any effort and expense, such as watching TV at home.
But, further analysis (Majority of Bulgarians to Skip Summer Vacation,
http://www.thebulgariannews.com/view_news.php?id=118605) shows that there is a low, but stable
number of Bulgarians, 4%, who prefer to vacation abroad. They still plan to do so, despite appeals
to boost local tourism and despite the uncertainty. This group includes again the wealthy, the
educated, those from Sofia (Bulgarian’s capital town) and the youth. But for every fourth Bulgarian
is convinced that nothing prevents him from spending as he sees its free time. Most often also
satisfy the youngest and oldest respondents who apparently to a lesser extent, suffer from shortage
of time for hobbies than in employment Bulgarians.

Based on previous research analysis and synthesis, this paper contributes to a discussion regarding unresolved
ambiguity of “employees’ assessment criteria” definitions, justifying the requirements for the formation of a set of
assessment criteria and their further grouping. Additionally, research methodology is developed and practical
recommendations relating the organizing of employee’s professional activity assessment procedures are provided.

Keywords: employee’s assessment, assessment criteria, validity, multi criteria analysis, TOPSIS method.

The effectiveness of any for-profit organization is largely determined by the level of
compliance of its employees to jobs, since this condition is crucial in achieving the key objectives
of their development. It is possible to determine a degree of employees’ compliance with their job
requirements via assessment process which constitutes one of the major processes in management
system. The necessity and importance of employees’ assessment increase when Ukraine is in the
process of transformation into market economy. Current business conditions require employers to
optimize qualitative and quantitative staff characteristics.

There are following trends in human resource development: an increase in demand on
skilled labor, which means an increase in price on labor service it provides; significant
strengthening of a human factor’s role in firm’s outputs; transition to strategic management, which
requires a high creative output of each employee. Under such conditions managers face following
challenges: the best possible application of employees’ skills in order to contribute to business
performance; achieving the most complete and useful return and the highest possible level of staff
motivation simultaneously. Another trend of modern business is an environment volatility, which
implies the need for continuous coordination of qualitative and quantitative staff characteristics with
the new requirements. With respect to above mentioned trends in human resources development
firms must response within increased attention to the development and implementation of effective
staff evaluation systems. Therefore, current conditions of domestic firms operation as well as trends
in Ukrainian economy development require practitioners and researchers to find appropriate
approaches to staff evaluation.

There have been a number of studies on systems of staff evaluation conducted by Ukrainian
and western researchers. Among them are M.Armstrong, L.Balabanova, D.Bohynya, V.Vesnina,
0O.Grishnova, V.Danuk, G.Dessler, H.Dmytrenko, M.Dolishnyi, V.Dyatlov, A Kibanov, A.Kolot,
O.Krushelnutska, U.Odehova, V.Petyuha, O.Stahova, S.Shekshnya and others. They have explored
such aspects as staff evaluation efficiency, principles these processes are based upon, indicators of
evaluation etc.

Despite an increased attention towards the issues of staff evaluation among various scholars
and practitioners, there still a room for debates with respect to theoretical and practical issues of
efficient evaluation system design.

Despite the profound examination of various aspects concerned with staff evaluation, these
issues as a basis for constructive HR decisions-making hadn’t been reflected and discussed
systematically in academic literature. Questions related with methodological approaches
improvement, practical tools for staff assessment results identification remain insufficiently
investigated. Approaches and criteria for staff evaluation require more extensive academic and
practical examination.

Given that, the aim of this study is to deepen theoretical framework, analyze practical
issues and develop suggestion for approaches and methods of evaluation staff improvement in terms
of efficiency.

The results of the critical generalization of scientific results have shown that currently no
common definition of "staff assessment" exists. We consider this notion as a process of analysis of
employee’s current activities which aims to identify the degree of employees’ compliance with their
professional, business and personal qualities of quantitative and qualitative results of their work
with certain requirements arising from their official duties and regulations of structural units and to
make it possible to harmonize individual interests with the goals of the firm.

We argue that criteria employees must meet in order to confirm their skill level is a key
component in modeling stuff evaluation system. Therefore, this issue constitutes a main research
question in this paper.

Firstly, it should be noted that the evaluation criteria is the one that allows identifying
employee performance and characteristics that can determine the effectiveness of the performance
of their professional duties. They are expected to measure an efficiency of a particular staff
category, ensure consistency of assessment results and identify differences in professional staff
success [1]. This means that the following criteria for designing systems of staff evaluation should
be used:

- Quantitative indicators (productivity, number of concluded contracts, the number of
customers, etc.);

- Quality of performance (level of defects, number of complaints, tasks timeliness etc.);

- The individual characteristics of the employee (hours of working time losses due to
violation of labor discipline, the level of conflict, the level of initiative, etc.).

Assessing criteria selection should consider who is an object and subject of evaluation and
how obtained results are going to be used.

Criteria selection usually performed by each firm individually, regarding those targets the
firm identifies and wants to achieve during an evaluation process. Usually, targets a firm wants to
achieve can be divided into five groups: administrative purposes; evaluation of management
activities quality; providing employees with feedback on their degree of compliance with
performance requirements of the organization; staff development; HR process improvement [2].

The main problem that arises when selecting evaluation criteria is a choice of relevant
criteria package that will form the basis for further evaluation. To solve this problem, we consider it
necessary to form a first set of criteria requirements. In general terms, they can be represented by
the following requirements (based on the requirements in the criteria evaluation of alternatives [3] :

- Completeness - a set of criteria must be such that the use of any additional criteria will not
change the results of the decision and rejection of at least one selected - change the result;

- Validity - every criterion must be clear to the expert, have unambiguous contents;
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- Minimality - a set of evaluation criteria should be as small as possible (in this aspect in the
formation of a set of criteria appropriate to use the curve Pareto or the principle of "minimax" -
when picked up by a minimum set of criteria (20% of the list) provides maximum efficiency (80%)
evaluation);

- Measurability - each criterion should allow for quantitative or qualitative terms.

Academic literature relies on a broad but not ordered enough set of staff assessment criteria.
Therefore, experts should recognize a set of optimal and most suitable criteria among the list of
typical options. It is also well known that there are positions that require performers to fit the same
qualities. In other words, it is unlikely that each vacation will require a completely unique set of
criteria, although in some cases it may be that.

Therefore, one of the main objectives in developing a set of criteria - is to identify the most
important ones for each position in each section. Realization of this task in any case can’t be
assigned to an employee of the Department of Human Resources or a single manager at the
appropriate level or unit. In order to identify those criteria that really matter it is necessary to: 1) to
form a working group (to which should include leading officials and heads of business units and
managers of the Department of Human Resources); 2) to use different methods of group decision
making ("brainstorming", "collective pad", "method of focal objects", etc.) in order to reach the
desired result.

In this study, we would like to draw attention to the fact that during the formation of criteria
it is not enough to just identify an appropriate order but it also important to determine its validity
via scientific methods. Only then can they become real criteria for staff evaluation.
Recommendations for solving this problem via the SMART method are disclosed in the subsequent
provisions of the article.

As mentioned earlier, it is impossible to offer a universal set of criteria for the staff
evaluation, but it is possible to group them. Thus, N. Osadcha and G. Jincharadze in their study
propose to distinguish between the following criteria groups [4]:

- A set of criteria for evaluating professional activity (general activity, loss of time, quality
of work);

- A set of criteria for evaluation of the employee;

- A set of criteria for assessing the personal qualities of the employee;

- A set of criteria for assessing employee satisfaction.

An examination of academic literature allowed us to conclude that staff evaluation should be
considered as a continuous process aimed at identifying the extent to which professional, business
and personal skills of an employee as well as qualitative and quantitative outcomes of his work fits
the requirements of his firm working policy.

Theoretical and applied research results are obtained via an integrated systematic approach
to staff assessment using the following generalizing and specific methods: systematic analysis;
induction and deduction - to determine the socio-economic assessment of the nature of staff;
structural and logical analysis - to systematize the criteria of staff evaluation; comparative analysis -
to identify the problems in staff evaluation.

Data was gathered using a case of small sewing enterprise which is a subject of small
business. Following methods were used in this case study: observation and generalization - to
evaluate workers on predefined criteria; method of expert evaluations and interviews - to determine
the validity of evaluation criteria; dynamic approach - for systematization of this study results.

Because of the gaps in the existing staff assessment toolkit and a lack of its practical
elaboration there is a need for methodological recommendation revising and further development
and introduction of a new, much more effective and relevant to modern requirements approaches
for staff evaluation.

The working group was established in order to conduct this research. The group has the task
to implement a comprehensive evaluation of company workers’ professional activity using a set of
pre-developed criteria that reflects workers performance. These criteria include the following ones:

- K 1 — professional knowledge and skills (scoring on a 10-point scale);
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- K 2 — professional experience (years);

- K 3 — work outcome (productivity) (units.);

- K 4 —level of personal initiative and perseverance (scoring on a 10-point scale);

- K 5 — the number working hours lost (violation of labor discipline, defects correction, etc.)
(Hours per month);

- K 6 — the number of tasks carried out in violation of performance terms (pcs.);

- K 7 — defect level (%);

- K 8 — level of conflict (frequency and duration of conflicts with colleagues and heads)
(scoring on a 10-point scale).

Task implementation will take place using one of multi-criteria analysis, taking into account
both quantitative and qualitative criteria, namely the TOPSIS method (Technique for Order
Preference by Similarity to Ideal Solution) [5, 6]. The chosen method is based on the idea that
employee chosen candidate should have minimum distance to the ideal and most positive decision
and the longest distance till a perfect negative decision on the basis of criterion restrictions.

TOPSIS method involves the following sequence of steps:

1. Formation of criteria (quantitative and qualitative) that allow assessing employee
performance and behavior in the workplace. The value of evaluation criteria for each of the six
workers listed in the table. 1:

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3.1. Decision matrix normalization. On this stage, criteria that have different measurement
units are translated into dimensionless criteria which allow making further comparisons. One
approach is to divide the value for each criterion into test sum vector norm.

Firstly, we are calculating the value for each criterion (table 3).

Now we can find the normalized decision matrix by calculating their values (table 4). Item

3.2. The construction of normalized balanced decision matrix (table 6.). Here the normalized
decision matrix is based on a given (pre-determined) weight criteria.

Now we can define the criteria of weight coefficients W applying SMART method. Let assume
that K3 (work outcomes) is the most important criterion for alternatives evaluation. Then this
criterion score constitutes 100 points. Accordingly, all the remaining is compared with the specified
criteria. All eight criteria scoring are listed in the table 5.

Summarizing the results, we can conclude that the highest performance and behavior rating are
assigned to the employee workplace AS, as the coefficient of relative proximity to the "perfect
solution" is 0.6409.

Beside this, it should be noted that given example doesn’t cover all evaluation criteria, which
determine the employee performance and behavior in the workplace, but at the same time shows the
feasibility of using multi analysis methods, including TOPSIS method and criterion restrictions.
The results obtained in this study can be utilized by top managers in order to develop and study
possible options for management HR decisions. Particularly, in the following aspects: designing
effective staff motivation system; identifying the needs in professional and personal development of
employees, putting employees into staff reserve, employees’ development etc. In future multi-
criteria methods research it is preferably to analyze the integration of different approaches to staff
evaluation and assess reliability of the results.
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THE ANALYSIS OF UKRAINIAN ADVERTISEMENT MARKET

The article analyze Ukrainian media market, describes the classification that is spread here, name its’ tools,
show the dynamic of media investments, makes the prediction about the size of the Ukrainian media market in 2015 and
name the reasons of its’ reducing.

Key words. Media-market, advertising, advertising tools, media investment, etc.

I. Statement of the problem. The market of advertising is part of economic system and
provides public need for advertising services. It represents the independent sector of economy
including wide system of economic, legal, sociocultural and other relations which arise and develop
between the main subjects of this market — advertisers, advertisement producers, advertising
distributors and consumers of advertising. According to the analyzing of different marketing
agency, the Ukrainian market reduced on the half comparing with the similar period of the previous
year. There are some reasons that could explain us: why this happens. The reasons are next: difficult
political and economic situation in the country, falling of GDP, stagnation of the economy, export
was less than import, and another. Also reducing the media investments influence on it.

I1. Wording of article goals. The main objective is to analyze factors influencing on media
investments, to classify the advertising tools and make the prediction on the 2015 comparing with
similar period in 2014-2013.

I11. Description of the main material of the study. The advertising is a part of marketing
communications [1], in case of which the distribution of not personalized information paid by the
famous sponsor, for the purpose of drawing attention to object of advertising, formation or
supporting the interests for it [2][3]. Advertising is the most important part of advance of the
company for increase of its competitiveness in the conditions of market economy. Functions of
advertising consist in the following:

— Information — consists of reporting the information to the consumer, underlining the
superior of the product among another the same one;

— The reminding — constantly informs the consumer about advertised goods, specifies
information, for example, where it is possible to buy a product.

Various advertising materials, published in periodicals, also advertising in mass media treat
to print advertising. The main advantages are: availability, efficiency, wide target audience. On the
volume the print advertising concedes only to TV advertising.

Audiovisual advertising are the means that cover quite large audience very quickly. It gives
the most effective results when we use it in order to advertise the goods of mass demands or other
services. The audiovisual advertising could be the advertising on radio, a broadcast of advertising
character. The advantages are as follows: efficiency, not persistence, low cost.

TV advertising is rather expensive advertising means and has a constant tendency to growth
of expenses. Possesses the high level of coverage of audience, strong impact on audiences (the
majority is inclined to visual perception of information); though not pronounced, but selectivity of
audience. Here enter: commercial, running line, advertising prompt, transfers of advertising
character and embedded advertising.

Outdoor advertising includes: billboards, city format, firewalls. The advantages of this
means are considered: big coverage of versatile target audience, efficiency, informational content.

In door advertising is rather recent created means which meets in a look: media advertising,
advertising in shopping and recreation center, shopping center and supermarkets, restaurants,
business centers, etc. It should be noted its efficiency, coverage of big public, and also efficiency.

Transport advertising is one of newly introduced advertising media in Ukraine. Recently
having created, transport advertising found enormous effect and grows in a geometrical progression.
Today meets in transport, subway, stations, and airports. It includes: monitors, boards, leaflets,
holograms.

The Internet advertising is the information that placed in a global network not having any
territorial borders, addressed to the mass client.

Analyzing the advertising market of Ukraine in 2015 it is possible to come to a conclusion:
at the beginning of a year the increase in the market by 5% was expected in general, by results of
the first half of the year the media market fell to 11% in comparison with the similar period of last
year. The key factors influencing the negative forecast are a difficult political and economic
situation in the country, falling of GDP, stagnation of the economy, negative loudspeakers of
growth of the primary production branches (extracting-24%, processing-20%), and also decrease in
level of import of export and instability in the currency market [4].

It should be noted also that the Ukrainian people adapt to crisis, according to all available
data from 19% of Ukrainians buy goods only of the Ukrainian production, and 51% would like to
do it "more often", but don't see worthy Ukrainian alternative to a product [5].

It should be noted that support of the Ukrainian producers goes not only from consumers,
and media sellers who are ready to provide a discount for advertising to the Ukrainian companies
which didn't do advertising of the production earlier [6]. Crisis influences investment into all
advertising media. So in figure one dynamics of media investments for last 7 years is noted. The
following scheme shows the dynamic of media investments (Table 2).

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LEGITIMATION OF INSTITUTIONALLY CONTESTED PRACTICES

This paper discusses how new unfamiliar innovations can acquire legitimacy in those locations where different
institutional order dominates and different practices are taken-for-granted. In order to shed more light on the process
of idea over national and institutional contexts this study complements existing explanations of innovations diffusion
and adoption. Additionally it is explored how organizations interpret and adapt novel practices according to local
legitimacy standards and understandings.
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One of the main fields of research in institutional literature is an issue of innovations
diffusion across different and contradictions environments and contexts [1, 2]. It is at the same time
one of the biggest blind spots in neoinstitutional literature since are no generally accepted
methodological tools to explain and study institutional change [3]. Questions regarding the way
radical innovations spread, emerge in a new setting and survive under conditions when different
practices, ideas, norms and beliefs are institutionalized and taken-for-granted are still remain largely
unresolved. Researches try to explain why some innovations successfully diffuse across various
geographical and institutional contexts while others fail and disappear. It is also unclear whether it
is a matter of cultural peculiarities and contradictions between innovation and potential adopters or
it is a question of technical fit and appropriateness. Weak explanations also remain regarding the
role of both technical and institutional environments: which one has a higher impact on decision
making process and diffusion form, extensiveness and trajectory.

Some understandings come from institutional literature where these issues received probably
the highest attention among scholars. In order to survive an innovation need to replace existing
institutions and become accepted and adopted to the extent when it will get institutionalized itself. It
is often problematic and difficult affair as each innovation fundamentally challenges existing
institutional order and conformity rooted in the habitual reproduction of familiar routines by day-to-
day practice. In other words, entrepreneurs who promote a certain innovation must connect their
product or idea to an existing set of norms and beliefs and “innovations must appear novel to draw
attention and suggest an advantage, entrepreneurs must initially present the meaning and value of
their innovations, including their novel features, in the language of existing institutions by giving
them the appearance of familiar ideas” [3, p.478].

Institutional theory assumes that organizations conform to existing institutional order and
adopt those elements and practices that are accepted and taken-for-granted in wider environment.
Being deeply embedded in their institutional context, organizations act according to the dominant
logic of their organizational field in order to gain legitimacy and acceptance from key stakeholders
even though such behavior and actions have little or nothing to do with performance improvement
and technical gains. As "institutional rules invent rationality" [4, p 140], organizations either don’t
see any alternatives to institutionalized ways of doing things or don’t want to deviate from
established norms and rules of behavior as it will cause in legitimacy loses. Deviations from
prescribed norms are punished in form of either reputational or tangible costs. In order to gain a
public endorsement and receive support from key stakeholders, organizations and individuals must
convince them that their actions are “desirable, proper, or appropriate within some socially
constructed system of norms, values, beliefs, and definitions” [5, p.574]. Consequently, any
disturbing actions and events that challenge intuitional processes are resisted or ignored by
definition. Trends towards conformity and maintenance of existing routines are main reasons why
efficient innovations fail when appear in new institutional environments. As “new organizational
forms do not routinely emerge to fill latent resource opportunities... they have to acquire
legitimacy” [6, p.36].
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Despite strong pressures institutional environment exerts on organizations and seek for
conformity, there are also market forces that lead organizations to compete for differentiation and
performance improvement. Previous research either didn’t examine which force is stronger —
market or institutional — or assumed that their power are equal. In this paper an attempt is made
toward examination of this issue.

Traditionally, institutional studies have been focusing on an outcome, treating any practices
as either adopted or institutionalized or rejected [7]. In this paper we aim to understand how new
practice emerge in a new institutional and geographical context where it is unknown and perceived
as an innovation and how it survive, acquire necessary legitimacy and develop. As a result it allows
us to consider this practice potential variation as it diffuse and spread from organization to
organization.

Many authors noticed that even legitimate practices inside a certain institutional
environment rarely remain unchanged during their dissemination across organizations [8]. These
studies focus on the demand-side and explore how organizations adapt and transform practices to fit
it their specific needs. At the same time such explanations mostly ignore institutional conditions of
diffusion and motivation for adoption since there are strong pressures for conformity and
homogeneity that prevents innovative behavior and deviances from norms.

While early neoinstitutional research was focused mainly on the homogeneity of
organizations and practices that diffuse across the field, recently attention was paid to the way these
practices change during their spread and how they are modified to fit a local context and mental
models [9]. That is, departure was made from simple adoption versus nonadoption examination to
more careful studies focused on different forms and translations practices going through during
their circulation and dissemination [10]. The most productive line of research was carried out by
Scandinavian institutionalists in their attempt to explain institutional change. According to
Scandinavian explanations, diffusion is not a static process but is active translation and reinvention
of old practices, models and ideas. Overcoming one of the main visible shortcomings of
institutional explanations, translation theory brings agency and interest back into analysis and
depicts them as innovators, interpreters and translators: they adapt, reshape, handle and reject ideas.
In contrast with linear process of idea movement in diffusion of innovation theory, in translation
process «each act of translation changes the translator and what is translated» [11, p.7]. One of the
central issues in translation perspective is a variation in practice adoption as they spread from one
setting to another and getting modified and edited by mediators and adopters in new institutional
environments. Translation theory claims that “innovations are translated when one social actor
imitates another's use of the innovation, and the translation process modifies both the imitated and
the imitator” [12, p.512].

Apart from Scandinavian institutionalism, recently a trend to study how practices vary as
they diffuse emerged in North American scholar literature. This line of inquiry draws from actor-
network theory in order to understand and explain the sources and patterns of practice variation.
Assuming that practices are adapted to fit local context researchers here see a pattern of diffusion
success and extensiveness in cultural, technical and political fit (misfit) between practice and
adopting organization. The main idea of this perspective is that “the adoption and diffusion of new
corporate practices often requires significant amounts of adaptive as well as interpretive effort, as
organizations seek to integrate these practices into existing organizational technologies, cultural
contexts, and political arenas” [8, p.85]. Focusing on antecedents, process and outcomes of practice
adaptation and variation in each new local setting, these explanations leave little space for
institutional perspective and pay more attention to purposeful agency and human interest that plays
minor or little role in neoinstitutional analysis.

Exploring motivation behind adoption decision, neoinstitutional research traditionally
explains diffusion via two-stage model where first adopters are concerned with instrumental
efficiency an innovation offers while later adopters handle the same practice due to legitimacy
consideration [13][14]. In contrast, Scandinavian translation theory claims that adopters implement
an institutionalized practice because they seek to imitate more successful pears under conditions of
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uncertainty and adopt a practice that is already approved and legitimated externally [15]. But during
the implementation process they make sure an innovation also provide technical benefits.

Later, Kennedy and Fiss (2009) suggested that efficiency and legitimacy concerns don’t
exclude each other and both first and later adopters can be motivated in technical improvement and
legitimacy gains:

“Wanting to “look good” does not preclude wanting to also do well. Technical and social
benefits may thus work according to a parallel logic rather than substituting for each other, and
they may even reinforce each other, especially as higher performance may increase an adopter’s
legitimacy, and vice versa. Furthermore, early adopters may likewise be motivated by both
efficiency and legitimacy concerns. For example, early adopters of new technologies or practices
may reap social benefits from being perceived as market leaders. ’[16, p.899].

In this paper we aim to develop this motivation model drawing from both perspectives. In
doing so we propose that local actors are motivated by technical efficiency an innovation can
provide but after all adopt it mainly due to local legitimacy criteria even though such an edition will
reduce potential technical benefits dramatically. Since the practice is transferred into a new
institutional field where it is perceived as unfamiliar and thus potentially ineffective, risky, costly
and irrational it will be resisted by field members who interested in existing institutional order and
stability it provides.

Received model considers both institutional conditions and motivation for innovations
adoption and performance improvement. Organizations are not passive victims of institutional
pressures but they also can’t freely deinstitutionalize, alter, replace or create new institutions. In
order to gain technical advantage and differentiate itself from other competitors, organization
should find an optimal balance between institutional environment where it operates and innovation.
In doing so organization implement those elements that do not contradict dramatically with the local
meaning system and don’t lead to considerable legitimacy loses. First of all, organization will seek
to adopt those elements and structures that are legitimate in their institutional environment. Less
likely is that more controversial and unfamiliar principles will be incorporated (only in case if these
elements clearly demonstrate efficiency benefits and technical improvement). Finally, radical
innovation loses its actually most innovative and efficient elements during the translation and
implementation phase as adopters usually consider these elements as too controversial and risky.
Evaluating potential danger and benefits from implementation, they tend to conclude that risks
outweigh benefits.

Conclusion. Previous studies on institutional and technical factors of innovation diffusion
have examined an influence of both environments on organizations but have avoided assuming to
what extent does each factor influence decision making process. In this paper it is claimed that
while being motivated by desire to improve performance, early adopters still conform to their
institutional environment and adopt innovation to the extent it doesn’t deviate dramatically from
prevailing norms and rules. This desire of conformity is present even among most pragmatic,
interested and innovative organizations as no one is free from neoinstitutional “iron cage”.

One of the major regulatory mechanisms in the market economy is competition, which
subordinates the manufacturers and suppliers to the dictates of the consumer. Competition is
achieved with equal subjects of market relations, not only among producers, but also in the
interaction of producers and consumers of industrial structure and market infrastructure, public
authorities and market actors. Modern business often requires quick and competent decisions, this
depends directly on the possibility of making a profit or a loss. The rate decision is a very important
factor, especially given the high dynamics of changes in market conditions, the conditions of
detention and execution of transactions and other related, including financial factors[3].

The impact of barriers to entry into competitive advantages. The emergence of new
competitors sharpens competition and makes the defensive, including due to the barriers to entry
into the industry. The input level of the barrier depends on several factors, among which the greatest
impact on the competitive advantages provided by:

1) the power of consumers.

- Do consumers have a large selection?

- What if they refuse the product and what if the price is too high?

2) the threat of similar products:

- Whether there are other products that consumers will buy, which will limit the potential of
the new product?

3) the power of suppliers:

- Are there enough products on the market?

- Whether there is a component of value added, which allows to compete with other
suppliers.

4) opposition to existing manufacturers:

- How many companies are fighting for market share?

- What is the overall position of the competitors?
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- What methods are used by the competition?

5) the threat of new entrants:

- Taking into account all factors, what is the probability that the market will come new
players?

- How will they act?

6) the power of other stakeholders:

- How the government influences this industry?

- Whether it is important for the country?

- Whether the impact of the industry's stakeholders?

- The role of the legislative and regulatory authorities?

Factors that determine the cost of a high level at the enterprises of the industry, there may
be unrelated to the large scale production. These factors include:

- The security of modern high tech patents, licenses and other exclusive rights;

- No easy access to the used / cheap raw materials;

- Employment of the most favorable in terms of market conditions, the geographical markets
of the country;

- High professional skills and qualifications required for the production of industry
products[4].

Gold embroidery factory in Bukhara from the formation to the present day, has its own
history. In the early ages 19-20 gold embroidery flourished and was considered one of the unique
art and heritage at the time. Before the revolution gold embroidery craft, only men. Since 1938, this
craft came to women and girls, from that time tables and equipment to manufacture steel, adapting
to their needs.

Since independence, gold embroidery factory established links with many countries of the
CIS, Europe, Asia, America, Africa and so on.

At present, the company employs about 100 women and girls, with the bulk of their share of
work at home.

The product range is very wide enterprise. This gold-carpets, drapes, gowns, hats, national
symbols, national oriental miniatures. In the craftswomen use different techniques of embroidery.

The main customers of the company are the government, foreign embassies and
representative offices, the Palace of Arts, concert halls, schools, restaurants, hotels and so forth.

On a reported basis the company shows that the volume of commodity output in comparable
prices increased in comparison with the planned data is 14.5%, and compared to last year - by
32.8%. Trading in the prices of the products made under the plan increased by 5.8%. During the
period the company increased the wholesale price of some products. The change in the volume of
production affected by several factors. It - changes in demand for products, a limited number of raw
materials and supply disruptions basic raw material. Implementation of the plan on commodity
products by product amounted to 89.4%. Compared to business - plan production volume decreased
by 29180 t.sum.

On the change in the volume of sales affected by the change and the availability of
inventories of finished goods at the beginning of the year and at the end of the reporting period.
That is, not all sold manufactured products businesses.

The main competitors of the company are: private manufacturers of gold-production small
craft enterprises.

The worst marks were given to other enterprises. Our company benefits for items such as
the high level of quality, SKUs, environmental friendliness. Improving the competitiveness of the
enterprise is possible only if the high efficiency of all its subsystems. Therefore, organizational and
economic mechanism of increase of competitiveness of "Zarkon" is to create a coherent system of
management. An important part of this mechanism is the formation of a reliable system of
cooperation ventures with suppliers of raw materials, because of the parameters that characterize the
input material flows depends on the performance of the enterprise resource system software.
Therefore, in order to improve the organizational and economic mechanism of increase of
competitiveness "Zarkon", we propose the introduction of modern methods in the enterprise
evaluation of suppliers through the use of techniques to optimize the process of choosing a supplier.
The evaluation criteria are the indicators that characterize: quality; price; time and number of
deliveries; the reliability of the supplier; the terms of payment for the delivered products.

As a result of the research found that in the modern market economy, improving the
competitiveness of enterprises is impossible without the use of the information on the actual state of
it. Therefore, the system of valuation of competitiveness must be the foundation for its effective
management.

The main methods of estimating the competitiveness of enterprises in the future will be:

» methods of analysis of competitive advantages;

» matrix evaluation methods;

» methods which are based on an assessment of the competitiveness of products;
» methods of using the integral index of evaluation.

Each has its advantages and disadvantages, but their use will monitor the dynamics of the
index of competitiveness as a result of specific strategic and tactical management actions that are
necessary to determine the reserves to improve the competitiveness of enterprises. Proposed
introduction of measures to improve the competitiveness of "Zarkon" by improving work with
suppliers and achieve the optimum rate of supply, reliability and quality of raw materials, which
will improve the competitiveness of the enterprise existing index by 0.4 - 0.5%.

Synergistic benefits and feasibility of use of
marketing communication tools in the enterprise has been presented.

Setting the problem. In current conditions of intensification business processes and rapidly
expansion a business sector, more and more practices’ attention acquires the synergistic use of
marketing communications, by which the integrated promotion of products on the market has been
carried out. However, a significant amount of enterprises don’t use this method of market
interaction with consumers because of incomplete awareness about the benefits of the synergistic
effect in promotional politics. This causes the relevance and appropriateness of the chosen research
topic.
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Analysis of recent research and publications. Study of the synergistic use of marketing
communication tools dedicated many works of foreign and domestic authors such as James M.
Lahiff, J. Burnett, V.V. Dergachova, V.M. Zaplatynsky, K. Polanyi, G. D. Kovalev, F. Myers,
F. 1. Sharkov and others. However, despite a significant scientific legacy and heritage of the
aforementioned authors, the issue of benefits synergistic use of marketing communication tools still
hasn’t completely solved. The level of positive influence for attracting the target audience, the
efficient formation a loyal consumers’ attitude and acceleration the promotion products into the
market under competition conditions haven’t fully resolved. Therefore, the synergistic use of
marketing communication tools in the enterprise requires further thorough analytical studies.

Setting the objectives. The purpose of the article is definition the benefits of synergistic use
of marketing communication tools in the enterprise into the current market conditions.

The main material of research. The current conditions of market relations characterized by
increased competition by the emergence of new market participants. When the enterprise goes to
new segments of the market space it has an available evidence of its internal capacity and awareness
in the environment. For capturing new markets, the enterprises are using innovative marketing
techniques, one of which is synergistic use of marketing communication tools.

The term "synergy" can be interpreted as a process of self-organization, which defined by
cumulative, cooperative action of multiple items. Synergy - is combined action, directed at
achieving a common goal, which is based on the principle: the whole is more than the sum of its
parts [1].

Let’s consider the essence of synergy of using the communication tools in details.

As known that communication tools are components of promotion the products into the
market. As usual, communication instruments are used to send messages from the enterprise that
produced or sell the products to its target markets. Efficient use of the tools provides a strong,
mutually beneficial, long bilateral contact between the participants in the commodity-money
exchange.

Communication tools are divided into major and minor blocks. The major block includes the
following:

- advertising — is any feely and impersonally form of dissemination an information about the
enterprise and its product, promotion ideas and concepts [2];

- public relations — is an activity directed at creating a positive image of the enterprise,
forming and keeping a friendly attitude of the public [3];

- sales promotion - a short-term incentive measures to encourage consumers to purchase [4];

- direct marketing — is imminent, interaction between the seller and the consumer in the sale
of a particular product [2].

The major communication tools performs the main functions of promoting goods from the
enterprise to the consumer.

The minor block includes a secondary means of promotion, such as:

- branding — is the formation of the brand over a long period through the creation of surplus
value, emotional or rational "promise" brand, it makes the brand enterprise more attractive to the
end user [5];

- exhibition and fairs — is the market events where exhibitors are presents an own products
to the visitors. The participations of this activities gives to the enterprises a purpose of research the
market conditions and promote their sales [6];

- merchandising — is the complex of events, conducted in the trading places and directed at
the promotion of a product and brand [7];

- product placement — is the advertising method of showing the brand mark or a brand
products into the films, television programs, computer games, music videos or books by not
intruded manner;

- marketing events — are the ways of promotion the products, services, brands through
market by creation the special activities [8];

- Internet marketing — is a commercial use the traditional marketing aspects online;
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- packaging — is a silent seller, prescripted to protect products from various kinds of external
influences, storages, transportations, deliveries and implementations in all areas of human activity;

- unformed communication — are the unauthorized and uncontrolled communications, as the
rumors, talks, chats, forums, conversations, advices and so on.

The minor marketing communications can act as derivatives from the basic elements of
communication or can have an own elections.

Synergetic use of major and minor marketing communications tools determined as
simultaneous use of advisable selected promotion items, depending on the goals, strategies and
specialization of the enterprise, its market position, life cycle conditions, specific product features,
internal capacity and external opportunities of the competitive environment.

On the necessity of implementation synergistic use of marketing communication tools
indicates a large number of researchers, in particular — John Burnet [9], T. Lukyanets [2], V.
Sharkov [10] and others.

Accepting to analysis results of definitions “synergistic use of marketing communication
tools” in enterprises, the author concluded an absence of a clear treatment of this content in the
current science. Based on generalization and systematization of the existing scientific approaches to
the definition of this term, the author prompted to formulate own definition.

The author consider the synergistic use of marketing communication tools as a total
comprehensive action of chosen communication elements, that far exceeding the level of
independent tool influence by individual advancement, for the results of impact on the target
audience.

Marketing communication tools combined a cooperation of all participants of the market,
which enters interaction for their own benefit. Thus, to improve the effect of final results, advisable
the synergistic use of communication tools, because this process has a series of significant
advantages, including:

- creates an integrative effect through the coordination of all communication tools in the
formation of consistent marketing applications which perceived and memorized by target
audiences;

- increases the impact of marketing communication policy, because an agreed treatments are
more effective than independent and uncoordinated;

- enhances the consumer loyalty to the brand by concentrating on long-term relationships
with cunsumers and other participants of the marketing process;

- promotes the internationalization of marketing of the enterprise, whereas it helps to control
the consistency of all appeals that disseminating in different countries;

- eliminates the contradictions between messages that reach consumers from different
sources. This feature contributes to the natural obtain an information, allows the target audiences
better to memorize, to evaluate and to exploit an information.

Conclusions. The positive results during the interaction with market participants, benefit
enterprises, that have implemented synergistic use of marketing communication tools in their
activities, proved the advantages of synergistic approach, the expediency and utility the use of its
capabilities in practice. Under these conditions, the integration of promotion tools, which opens up
the new possibilities of communication and mutual rapport between all market players, encourages
them to complex solutions of current communication problems.

This article deals with the issue to use TED speeches as materials for listening comprehension classes for
students of non-linguistic specialties. It grounded the notion why the speeches can be used for educational purposes at

universities.

Introduction. Nowadays English teachers may enjoy witnessing a paradise for their
language teaching process. The environment is a great efficient motivator for people of various
ages, occupations, interests, nationalities and origin to study English. English is commonly
considered to become a key to many doors, and we are looking for ways to obtain the key. So the
English teachers can save their breaths and forget about motivation part at their classes because the
world motivates people to study this all-mighty language. And nonetheless it’s not the time to relax.
The urgent issue on the agenda is teaching efficiency (Hukutun, 2004; Crtparerii iHIIOMOBHO1
komyHikartii, 2011; Modern Languages, 1998).

People who have decided to acquire the language knowledge and skills are ardently striving for
achieving tangible, appreciable and perceptible results. As a rule, the criterion for success is a
learner’s ability to effectively communicate in the foreign language. And the sooner the better.

The aim of the study. As the professional practice proves, strategically correct selection of
studying materials may significantly intensifies the teaching process and helps to obtain the
desirable results within limited period of time. So, in our investigation we aim at finding an efficient
tool to improve students listening comprehension skills.

Framework and research methods. Teaching speaking skills to students of non-linguistic
educational establishments has its own peculiarities. The general tendency is teaching professional
English which is quite reasonable because this approach allows preparing learners to use the foreign
language at the level of their professional activity. So students graduating from the university are to
be able to use at least one foreign language in their professional sphere. The listening
comprehension skill is considered to be one of the most significant one, a lot of scientists and
language practitioners have been working on creating efficient teaching approaches and systems (2—
10). In our article, we are discussing the issue of materials that can be used to increase teaching
efficiency and making system of practice more effective when incorporated into the work with this
particular material. Our analysis of scientific researches on the given problem allows maintaining that
TED speeches haven’t been considered as materials to teach listening comprehension yet.

The issue of an appropriate textbook or material for a particular major is always a challenge.
Foreign textbooks being excellent from the language point of view can’t satisfy us considering our
curricula and specialization. A textbook for psychologists published by Oxford or Cambridge and
the like doesn’t exist so far. Our textbooks are good in general but contain outdated materials.
Modern challenges of ESL teaching have formulated the requirements towards educational
materials that must comply with the following characteristics “interestingness, ability to lead to a
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discussion, logical and cohesive connection with other subjects studied in parallel... (Crpaterii
iHmoMoBHoi komyHikarii, 2011)”. In this respect TED speeches are considered to be a resourceful,
informative, upgrading source of materials and an efficient tool to improve students speaking skills.

TED (Technology, Entertainment, Design), as Wikipedia says, got started in 1984. It was a
one-off event at the very beginning. “The TED main conference is held annually in Long Beach...
TED events are also held throughout the US and in Europe and Asia, offering live streaming of the
talks. They address a wide range of topics within the research and practice of science and culture,
often through story telling. The speakers are given a maximum of 18 minutes to present their ideas
in the most innovative and engaging ways they can. Past presenters include Bill Clinton, Jane
Goodall, Malcolm Gladwell, Al Gore, Gordon Brown, Richard Dawkins, Bill Gates, Google
founders Larry Page and Sergey Brin, and many Nobel Prize winners (TED,11).” Its slogan “ideas
worth spreading” explains that initially the main aim of the conference was to exchange ideas on
technology, entertainment, and design. But this format of communicating your idea to people turned
out to be very popular and now this event has already become widely spread in the whole world and
its popularity is growing (TED,11).

The variety of topics is pretty wide which makes its materials ideal for educational purposes.
Any topics can be found due to specialization of the students, syllabus’ goals, students’ language
level and a theme of a class. Totally, there are 338 topics. Such topics as education, learning, life,
personal growth, psychology, society, work, and writing are most frequently used in classroom
activities. The other critical peculiarity of these speeches is timing. Some speeches last for about 20
minutes, the others — 5 — 7 minutes; which allows the teacher to select and adjust speeches for class
purposes. More than that, ideas usually presented are really exciting and worth being thought,
discussed and spread that by no means contribute into resourcefulness of the classroom
environment making it vivid, creative and productive.

Moreover, the essential elements of TED presentations include an array of lingual and
paralingual peculiarities: comprehensive vocabulary, neutral language, natural speech flow,
outstanding speaking skills of most presenters, wide range of topics and various angles of views.
The speakers may focus on purely scientific issues using valid data and proofs or talk about life-
urgent matters of personal value combined with passion and humor.

Results. As our investigation proves, the most effective teaching format using TED
speeches consists of the five stages: 1) pre-view discussion; 2) vocabulary work; 3) listening to the
speech; 4) post-view discussion; 5) writing a summary. In order to make listening comprehension
activity efficient for students, we need to go through all the five stages. In our article we consider
the functional feasibility and input into the overall process of all the stages.

Pre-view discussion prepares students for listening to a text on a specific topic.

As we understand, our life experience shapes our cognition’s work. If the teacher sets up a certain
environment for students with the help of discussion on issues closely connected with the text to be
listened to, then she or he tries to facilitate the information processing by providing their cognition
with ‘phrames’ (Ctparterii inmomoBHOi komyHikarii, 2011) or ‘schemata’(Crparerii iHIIOMOBHO{
komyHikartii, 2011). Let’s analyze the use of the speech of Amy Cuddy “Your Body Language
Shapes Who You Are” as an example of a class listening activity. The speech is devoted to
interdependence of our physical body and our mind. It touches the issue of academic progress and
ways to achieve it among other things. So, we discuss the following issues: What is a body
language? Do you know how your body influences your mind and life? What roles are played by
hormones testosterone and cortisol? Would you like to achieve personal progress at university?
What may help to achieve successful outcomes at your study? This discussion helps to tune
students” minds on succeeding listening comprehension activity. While discussing, students
remember vocabulary and expressions, imagine environment natural within the specific topic,
plunging into the speaking topic which greatly facilitates further comprehension and memorization.
Making the students contextualize the topic to be listened to, the teacher stimulates them to feel
familiar with it, and, hence, more comprehensive, more comfortable.
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Gradually, students are getting involved into vocabulary learning. The teacher always
differentiates the vocabulary that can be unknown or forgotten by the fosterlings. The difficulties
the students may face dealing with a particular text can be predictable. So the vocabulary work
fulfills, at least, the three functions. Firstly, it provides better understanding of the speech.
Secondly, it helps to accumulate new vocabulary. Thirdly, this practice activates the forgotten one.
As a rule, the vocabulary exercises include matching words with their definitions, synonyms,
antonyms or images, guessing the meaning of a word from the context. The students really enjoy
association game with new words, especially if humor and creativeness accompany the process of
reproducing the meaning of a new word.

For instance, working with the speech of Amy Cuddy ‘Your Body Language Shapes Who You
Are’, the matching exercises were used with students specializing in practical psychology. The words
(testosterone, hormone, cortisol, traumatic, primate, outcome) should be properly defined through given
definitions and synonyms (an animal, a result, a steroid hormone essential for health and well-being, a
chemical of human blood, a steroid hormone released in response to stress, shocking).

Also, the listeners are given sentences to read and understand the meaning of some new words
due to the general context of the text. For instance, ‘So obviously, what we think about non-verbal
or body language, we call it a non-verbal in social sciences, it’s a language.” This sentence explains
the term ‘non-verbal’ as a body language. In other example we can guess the essence of the word
‘fraud’: ‘And I still feel like a fraud. 1 don’t like to fake it. It’s not me. I’'m not suppose to be here”
that denotes a person who is cheating or pretending.

After the students have coped with the key vocabulary, we may move to the purpose of the
activity. Then, the tasks for post-viewing discussion are to be looked through. Sometimes, students
may clarify the meaning of the words used in the tasks. This activity stimulates the focus of their
attention on the content of the speech and provides listeners with milestones or a plan. If we want to
have more focused listeners, we should put up a purpose for the process (Brown, 2006). One of the
ways to do that is to look through and briefly discuss the questions from the post-view section
before beginning to listen to the text itself. The post-view discussion questions on Amy Cuddy’s
speech are: What postures can be considered powerful? For how long does Amy Cuddy advise
practicing the posture? What kind of pupil was Amy in her childhood? What and how changed
Amy’s life? What is the main secret of her success at college and university? How did Amy help
her friend? The questions may be offered just for quick scanning to keep them in mind while
listening. If the students aren’t able to understand the questions, the common discussion can help to
clarify them.

After listening, students are ready to do offered assignments: to answer and discuss
questions, to render the general idea in a sentence, to define true and false statements, and/or answer
critical thinking questions to consolidate their knowledge.

What is an optimal frequency of listening to one and the same text in a group of students
without specialized language training at university? It depends upon lots of factors, such as
motivation, interest, language basis and the like. When this activity is only being introduced, the
students need to listen to the speech twice or even three times, and texts should be chosen short and
simple. The students of non-linguistic specialization don’t have much time for English study at
university. As a result, even students, excelled at English at school, may lose some of their listening
skills because of lack of intensive speaking practice. That’s why hearing the speech more than once
is essential. During the first listening, they get adapted to sounding of the speech, to its delivery and
understand its general content. They may also need the second listening when the text contains a lot
of names, titles, and numbers, and the purpose of listening is not only to grasp the general meaning
of the text. So they might want to find all the answers to the questions, to clarify some hard for
understanding parts, to remember details and facts. That’s why we face the necessity of the second
listening. With practice we get rid of the second listening after students have gained critical skills to
understand and operate the information they have listened to.

The fourth part is devoted to discussion which may have a variety of forms. Commenting on
true or false statements, answering comprehension questions, making a plan, filling gaps, formulating
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ideas of the speech are usual types of exercises used for post-view stage. At this stage the teacher easily
notices the progress: at the very start students are not active or initiative, use simple and short “yes” or
“no” replies, and give wrong answers. After approximately the fifth training, students are becoming
more and more active, enthusiastic and initiative; they rarely make mistakes in understanding the
context. Their answers turn into complete complex sentences. Their statements and opinions are
grounded with argumentation and backed up with facts and details. Naturally, their interest in the
activity is increasing.

The final stage is not very attractive for students. Partially, we can explain it by lack of solid
knowledge of vocabulary and grammar rules. Moreover, most students have problems with expressing
themselves in writing in their native language. No matter how, the final stage dealing with reproducing
the content of the speech in a brief summary is obligatory and inevitable. The summary writing has got
knowledge and skills consolidating function. Owing to this stage, students practice their writing skills
while actively training their memory, speaking skills, critical thinking, and ability to creatively use their
knowledge of the foreign language to express processed information.

Conclusions. The teaching experience proves the assumption that all people are different,
and all people have different capacities to process data. The primary aim of an educator is to make
both good and poor listeners better ones, good and poor data processors more efficient ones.
Gradual step-by-step plunging into speaking environment diminishes the fear of a foreign speaker,
enhances the desire to involve into speaking practice and facilitates understanding and
memorization. Our research and experiments with 10 groups of students that were given
assignments to listen to TED speeches have proved that regular listening comprehension exercises
delivered due to the mentioned above order and procedure resulted in significant improvement of
their speaking skills. Both students with excellent and satisfactory language levels demonstrated
crucial progress, permanently increasing involvement and stable interest in this activity. Thus, our
investigation of application of TED speeches as a tool to improve listening comprehension skills of
students majoring in psychology has shown its great potential and usefulness in teaching process.

In the article, the preliminary conclusions about the use of TED speeches were given just to
start the ball rolling. In fact, we find it feasible to research such issues as: the linguistic
characteristic of these pieces of discourses, their cultural aspects, challenges students may face at
listening classes and how to overcome them, verbal and non-verbal means to communicate
messages to the audience and the like. In our further articles, all the mentioned above points may be
covered after thorough investigation.

The proposed article of the scientific study tries to establish and characterize the regularities of education of
the students of philological specialities of linguistic disciplines, as well as competently directed education of text
linguistics. The author analyzes different classifications of regularities and comes to result that teaching of text
linguistics of philology students needs taking into account those, which ensure substantial mastering of knowledge and
formation of professional competences, among which communicative is a key one. To those regularities are refered.:
regular attention to the language substance; understanding of language units semantic, mastering the norms of literary
language; evaluation of expressive possibilities of Ukrainian, development of language sense and language talent;
dependence of language abilities and skills from grammar knowledge and vocabulary complex of the language;
consideration of motives and inner striving of the student, dependence of the interaction of the lecturer and students and
the educational results; conservation of education succession, beginning from school to higher educational institution;
modeling of the future professional activity of students of philological specialities; dependence of efficient education
from methodologically correctly planed self work of future philology students as well.
